Public Forum – Rhonda Marlowe spoke about golf carts and motorcycles speeding down Park Avenue. 
Neil Rickertsen addressed the council about the fence ordinance and the acceptable materials to be used for fencing.  He also spoke about the junk vehicle ordinance and said he had identified 39 vehicles that should be classified as junk vehicles in town. He encouraged the council to identify these vehicles and take action.  The council agreed to send an informational letter about junk vehicles to all residents and then consider taking further action at the May council meeting. Motion to approve the 1st Reading of Ordinance 2021 -26:  Setting Utility Billing Rates for 2021 – 2023 by Graves, second by Kleinschmidt.  Vote:  All Ayes
Resolution 2021-28: Approve city staff wages for FY 2022.  Motion by Leab, Second by Snyder to approve the resolution.  Vote:  All Ayes. 

Motion to appoint snow removal staff (Ken Mohr, Ray Snyder) on a temporary part time, as needed basis at $13.00 per hour by Kleinschmidt, second by Winkler.  Vote:  All Ayes.

Letter regarding security cameras in Charlotte – council reviewed draft letter.  This will be sent to residents to inform them of the option to voluntarily complete a form to be placed on a list for the Clinton County Sheriff’s office to consult as needed.  
Sheriff Greenwalt discussed several issues with the council, including use of security cameras and golf carts and motorcycles in town.

Veterans Memorial area – Mayor Snyder and Drew Marlowe have been working on a new memorial.  Marlowe has secured donated materials from another memorial but will need additional funds to complete our memorial.  Motion by Winkler to donate $2000.00 towards the new veterans’ memorial project, second by Leab.  Vote:  All Ayes. 
City liability insurance umbrella - Motion to approve raising the umbrella insurance limit to $2 million and check into raising the city deductible by Winkler, Second by Leab.  Vote:  All Ayes. 

Northeast After Prom donation-  Motion by Graves, second by Leab to donate $50 towards After Prom.  Vote:  All ayes .
Reports –  Mayor Snyder reported on the ball diamond repairs.  LMI will be here this week and fence will be installed next week.  Central Tank will be here the week of April 26 to clean and paint the water tower.  Leab reported on Charlotte days.  They have the petting zoo booked and will have mud volleyball again.  They are working on finding a band.  Kleinschmidt is working on locating a company to provide a dumpster for scrap for the clean up weekend June 5-6.
