The match was a 48 hour match starting at 1330 on Tuesday 7th and finishing at 1330 Thursday 9th July.

11 anglers entered the competition. This is a bit disappointing as i am sure there are more Carp anglers in the British Fire Service who would attend this event.

This year the rules were slightly changed so that competitors could fish together in double swims if they so wished.

This is a very well established fishery with a good reputation. We had been given a whole bank for the event allowing for anglers alot of space to work in.

The morning of the match saw good weather and the competitors were eager to start.

The first 24 hours only saw 2 fish caught with only a few runs being missed. As with all fishing the opposite bank saw fish ‘topping’ all evening with some even crashing around in the margins.

The first 36 hours saw alot of thunderstorms. This again did not help the fishing.

After the first 24 hours Staffordshire were in the lead but anything could happen in the next 24hours with only 1 large fish needed to change the whole leader board. This venue was very capable to produce such a monster.

The second 24 hours saw more action with Staffordshire pulling away from the rest of the teams.

At the ‘all out’ Staffordshire had increased their lead and run out as Individual Champion. Team Champions and had caught the biggest specimen.

Paul Radcliff, Staffordshire, also caught the biggest fish with a specimen of 14-13-00.
