God is the True and Living God, opposed to all idols and False gods  (1 john 5:20, 1 Thes.1:9); Jesus Christ is the TRUTH  (John 14:6); Holy Spirit is TRUTH  (John 14:17, 16:13, 1 John 5:6 ); The Word of God is TRUTH  (John 17:17, Gospel of Christ is TRUTH (Eph.1:13, Col. 5-6); The Church is the Pillar and Ground of the TRUTH (1 Tim.3:15).  Satan is a Liar and no TRUTH in him (John 8:44-45)  Ye are of your father the devil, and the lusts of your father ye will do. He was a murderer from the beginning, and abode not in the truth, because there is no truth in him. When he speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his own: for he is a liar, and the father of it. {45} And because I tell you the truth, ye believe me not.

QUESTUON: WHAT IS TRUTH? (John 18:37-38)  Pilate therefore said unto him, Art thou a king then? Jesus answered, Thou sayest that I am a king. To this end was I born, and for this cause came I into the world, that I should bear witness unto the truth. Every one that is of the truth heareth my voice. {38} Pilate saith unto him, What is truth? And when he had said this, he went out again unto the Jews, and saith unto them, I find in him no fault at all.

SATAN IS A LIAR AND NO TRUTH IN HIM: (John 8:44-46)  Ye are of your father the devil, and the lusts of your father ye will do. He was a murderer from the beginning, and abode not in the truth, because there is no truth in him. When he speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his own: for he is a liar, and the father of it. {45} And because I tell you the truth, ye believe me not. {46} Which of you convinceth me of sin? And if I say the truth, why do ye not believe me?

GOD IS TRUTH, AND IS OPPOSED  TO ALL IDOLS AND FALSE GODS: (1 Th 1:9)  “For they themselves show of us what manner of entering in we had unto you, and how ye turned to God from idols to serve the living and true God; (John 8:26)  I have many things to say and to judge of you: but he that sent me is true; and I speak to the world those things which I have heard of him.  Observation: The Lord Jesus Christ is God manifest in the flesh:” (1 John 5:20)  “And we know that the Son of God is come, and hath given us an understanding, that we may know him that is true, and we are in him that is true, even in his Son Jesus Christ. This is the true God, and eternal life.” Diety of Christ – Christ’s Name is the Word of God (Rev. 19:12-13), (John 1:1-3)  In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. {2} The same was in the beginning with God. {3} All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing made that was made.

“God was manifest in the Flesh” when Christ came into the world  (1 Tim.3:16)  Read  (John 1:9-14, v.14)  “And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth.” (John 1:17)  For the law was given by Moses, but grace and truth came by Jesus Christ.

THE LORD JESUS CHRIST IS TRUTH: (John 14:1-9)  Let not your heart be troubled: ye believe in God, believe also in me. {2} In my Father's house are many mansions: if it were not so, I would have told you. I go to prepare a place for you. {3} And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again, and receive you unto myself; that where I am, there ye may be also. {4} And whither I go ye know, and the way ye know. {5} Thomas saith unto him, Lord, we know not whither thou goest; and how can we know the way? {6} Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me. {7} If ye had known me, ye should have known my Father also: and from henceforth ye know him, and have seen him. {8} Philip saith unto him, Lord, show us the Father, and it sufficeth us. {9} Jesus saith unto him, Have I been so long time with you, and yet hast thou not known me, Philip? he that hath seen me hath seen the Father; and how sayest thou then, Show us the Father?

THE HOLY SPIRIT IS TRUTH: (John 14:17)  Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you. (John 16:13)  Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will show you things to come. (1 John 5:6)   “This is he that came by water and blood, even Jesus Christ; not by water only, but by water and blood. And it is the Spirit that beareth witness, because the Spirit is truth.” 

GOD’S WORD IS TRUTH: (John 17:1, V.17)  These words spake Jesus, and lifted up his eyes to heaven, and said, Father, the hour is come; glorify thy Son, that thy Son also may glorify thee: (John 17:17)  “Sanctify them through thy truth: thy word is truth.” (Eph 1:12-14)  “That we should be to the praise of his glory, who first trusted in Christ. {13} In whom ye also trusted, after that ye heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation: in whom also after that ye believed, ye were sealed with that holy Spirit of promise, {14} Which is the earnest of our inheritance until the redemption of the purchased possession, unto the praise of his glory.” (2 Tim 2:15)  “Study to show thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.”  Read: (2 tim. 3:14-17, v.16;  2 peter 1;20-21)

THE WORD OF TRUTH OF THE GOSPEL OF CHRIST GIVES US FAITH AND HOPE OF HEAVEN & FRUIT: (Col 1:4-6)  Since we heard of your faith in Christ Jesus, and of the love which ye have to all the saints, {5} For the hope which is laid up for you in heaven, whereof ye heard before in the word of the truth of the gospel; {6} Which is come unto you, as it is in all the world; and bringeth forth fruit, as it doth also in you, since the day ye heard of it, and knew the grace of God in truth:  (Gospel of Christ definition and explanation 1 Cor. 15:1-4)  “The Truth of the Gospel” is sometimes perverted, misunderstood, and corrupted  (GaL 2;1-16. Vs. 5, 14;   Acts 15:1-11). God’s Salvation is the work of Christ! Not works of man!
