Zone 9: AFGC con�nues to work with OFHA 
and MNRF to establish a community 
hatchery for stocking the St. Mary’s River and 
Lake Superior to benefit sports anglers and 
tourism.

Zone 10:  AFGC has voiced and been heard 
on new put and take Lakes, including the two 
new trophy lakes. AFGC was instrumental in 
the introduc�on of Aurora trout to the area. 
The AFGC is ac�vely working on opposing 
proposed regula�on changes to the current  
walleye limits for 2024.

Zone 13/14 council has reviewed collected 
data and is recommending some changes to 
regula�ons for 2024 or 2025. Proposed 
changes and op�ons will go through public 
consulta�on, however no date has been 
released.

Boat Launch Accessibility  
Working with all levels of government as well 
as local partners, the AFGC was able to assist 
in driving improvements to the boat ramps 
and docking ameni�es at both the launches in 
Gros Cap, as well as at Harmony Beach.
