SECURITY AT YOUR GARAGE SALE

We will stress again the importance of safety. Safety is a
key concern when inviting complete strangers to your home.

e While your garage sale is being conducted, keep all exterior
doors locked at all times.

e Do not let strangers know your living situation and do not
let strangers into your home to use a phone or the restroom.

e [f you have a garage door that leads directly into your home,
lock that door throughout the sale.

e Garage sale early bird shoppers are not uncommon.
Be prepared and watchful for early guests.

e Use the buddy system during the event and do not leave
the garage unattended.
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e  Plan to stay with the garage sale throughout the day and
prepare lunches so that there are no distractions that take
you away from your goods.

e Dosition yourself where your neighbors can see you from
the street as they drive by, and always keep a cell phone
with you.

If you do not plan to participate in the community sale,
make sure that you keep your garage doors and doors locked
to your property if you are home or away. Do not display
anything that a criminal would be attracted to. Be watchful
for your neighbors who are and are not participating. If you
have an uncomfortable experience or suspect criminal intent,
report it to our contracted officers through our non-emergency
phone number.

Whether you plan to participate or not, designating
Community Garage Sales helps our community provide a good
alternative for random individual garage sales, coordinates
security awareness on the designated days, and creates a good
opportunity to meet neighbors and a method to safeguard
curb appeal by discouraging deed restriction prohibited signage.

AND TIMELY REPORTING

In an ongoing effort to effectively communicate with
our residents and respond to each residents’ need and safety
concerns, it is imperative that any complaint about our deputies’
law enforcement response must be addressed immediately and
not days, weeks, months, years later. I personally read Nextdoor
and Facebook along with emails sent to me, and I can address
most “complaints.” Some complaints must go through the proper
channels after [ receive them, so in that case the response may
take a little more research or interaction to find the answer.
Message me the concern/complaint and I will look into it.

During my 27 years in law enforcement, no one is perfect
100% of the time. Miscommunication or lack of communication
is the most common human error. [ am your voice when this
happens. We can't fix it if we don’t know what is broken.

If there is a response time issue related to a call you made,
call 713-221-6000 and ask for the watch commander. They can
address your question and/or send a supervisor out to you.

Any other questions can be sent to me or our contract Sgt.
J. E. Romine at the Cypresswood Station.

Whenever you have information about suspicious or
criminal activity and report it to the Harris County Sheriff’s
Office, it is helpful and contributes to the safety and betterment
of your community. These reports are available between law
enforcement as communication to fortify their efforts to stop
crime. In Olde Oaks and Waterford Park, we have HCSO
deputies who patrol our neighborhood, and they encourage
you to call in your information to the number listed below.
Anonymity is available. It is more effective to call immediately
while it is occurring. Still call if it has already happened.

Your Trash to the Curb.

Your household waste is picked up at your back door. No
cans to carry back from the curb, no hurrying home to make
sure the trash cans don’t fly away on rainy days. Enjoy the safety
and privacy of WCA’s service, knowing that your trash is not
accessible from strangers who may sort through your can before
it is picked up. Let WCA help you remember to take the trash
out for you.

1. Trash pickup days are Monday and Thursday.

2. Backdoor pickup of residents’ household waste should be
packaged in containers such as sturdy plastic garbage bags or
standard 45-gallon plastic trash cans. Trash cans in enclosures
must be easily accessible from the driveway. Collections
are made between 7 a.m. and 6 p.m. Any collection not
completed on scheduled collection day will be completed
on the immediate following day, excluding holidays.

3. Yard waste is picked up at the curb.
a. Leaves, grass clippings or other small vegetative matter
should be placed inside your trash can or in sturdy
plastic bags.

b. Tree branches should be less than three inches in
diameter, and shrub trimmings cut and tied and bundled
in four feet lengths and weigh less than 40 pounds.

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Mosquito Spraying Program started March 15

We are preparing for arrivals ... .of mosquitos.

According to Cypress Creek Pest Control “During periods of
high rainfall, the mosquito population will increase, but will usually
not decrease during drought because people begin to water their
lawns and create artificial breeding areas in sewers. Communities
adjacent to underdeveloped land with standing water can expect to
have a constant supply of adult mosquitoes ready to invade.”

Cypress Creek Pest Control’s fogging is designed to control
pest mosquitoes that spread malaria, encephalitis, Dengue fever,
West Nile Virus and the new reported Zika virus. In no way can
any mosquito program totally eliminate mosquitoes. A mosquito
control program can only keep the mosquito population in a
specific area at an acceptable level. The board of OOCIA has
contracted with Cypress Creek Pest Control to provide mosquito
spraying bi-weekly which started March 15, instead of the
contracted start date of April 1 due to the large recent rainfall.

Spraying for our area occurs after 9 p.m. Cypress Creek Pest
Control dispatch truck goes down every street and disperses a fog
from a ULV (Ultra Low Volume) fog generator. Spraying is done
from the curb toward the front of each home; they state that the
spray has some effect toward the back of the property. Spraying in
the backyard is a responsibility of the property owner. Cypress Creek
Pest Control, along with other local companies, offers services if the
homeowner would like to independently have their yard sprayed to
assist in controlling the mosquito population. Spraying can be done
easily with sprayers as a do-it-yourself from any outdoor yard center
or from monthly spraying and misting systems available locally.
