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Well, here we are in a new year, and our group is ready for 
a new list of books. At our November meeting, we chose the 
following for January through May:

January – Orphan Train by Christina Baker Kline

February – First Class: The Legacy of Dunbar, America’s  
 First Black Public High School by Alison Stewart

March – Some Luck by Jane Smiley

April – From Barefoot to Billionaire by Jon M. Huntsman

May – A Wasp in the Fig Tree by Mary Bryan Stafford

To backtrack to our January book, Orphan Train, the 
setting is in present-day Maine and depression-era Minnesota, 
and highlights the story of trains that carried thousands of 
orphaned, abandoned, and destitute children from the East 
Coast to the Midwest between 1854 and 1929. The book focuses 
on an Irish girl in the United States from Galway County, 
Ireland. Decades later in her life, she encounters Molly, a 
Penobscot Indian foster teen who must complete community 
service by cleaning out Vivian’s attic. As they work together, 
they find common ground. We also learn about Vivian’s life in 
the Midwest and the ups and downs after her train ride west.

Ms. Kline was born in England and was raised in 
Cambridge, the American south, and in Maine. She is 
a graduate of Yale and also has degrees from Cambridge 
University and the University of Virginia. Her short stories, 
essays, and articles have been in various newspapers and 
magazines. She has also taught at Fordham University, the 
University of London, Yale, NYU, UVA, and Drew University. 
Orphan Train, published in 2013, is her fifth novel and has been 
a bestseller. Her work has included co-authoring or editing five 
non-fiction books, too.

Since we didn’t read a book for December, we met at a 
local restaurant, Blue Water Seafood and Oyster Bar, early in 
the month just for good food and to socialize in the spirit of the 
holiday season.

Home Security Review
The HCSO’s Crime Prevention Unit conducts free 

home security inspections for a possible 5% discount on your 
homeowner’s insurance premium. In order to qualify, your home 
must meet requirements that are listed on their downloadable 
application found at www.harriscountyso.org/home_security_
inspection.aspx.

When your home meets the requirements, complete 
the form and mail it to the HCSO address indicated. Upon 
receipt, an HCSO Deputy certified to conduct the inspection 
will contact you to make an appointment. If your home passes 
the inspection, the results will be forwarded to the Texas 
Department of Insurance who will then mail you a certificate. 
That certificate should then be mailed to your homeowner’s 
insurance agency for the discount.

Marketing: Marketing will be handled by the Garage Sale 
Committee though online forums and submissions to local 
news sources. You may also help market your items by posting 
photos of items on Facebook “Beg, Barter, Buy and Sell Olde 
Oaks & Waterford Park” or on Nextdoor.com.

Buddy System: If you would like to participate in the event but 
do not have someone who will be assisting you, Temple can assist 
you in teaming up with a fellow resident to do a sale together.

Security at Your Garage Sale: Inviting complete strangers 
to your home has the potential to bring unwanted attention 
to your home and to yourself. While your garage sale is being 
conducted, keep all exterior doors locked at all times. Do not 
let strangers know your living situation and do not strangers 
into your home to use a phone or the restroom. If you have a 
garage door that leads directly into your home, lock that door 
throughout the sale.

Garage sale early-bird shoppers are not uncommon. Use 
the buddy system during the event and do not leave the garage 
unattended. Plan to stay with the garage sale throughout the 
day and prepare lunches so that there are no distractions that 
take you away from your goods. Position yourself where your 
neighbors can see you from the street as they drive by and 
always keep a cell phone with you.

If you do not plan to participate in the community sale, 
make sure that you keep your garage doors and doors locked to 
your property if you are home or away. Do not display anything 
that a criminal would be attracted to. Be watchful for your 
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neighbors who are and are not participating. If you have an 
uncomfortable experience or suspect criminal intent, report to 
contracted officers through our non-emergency phone number.

Whether you plan to participate or not, designating two 
events per year helps our community alleviate individual garage 
sales from being conducted and helps our community maintain 
security along with desired curb appeal from prohibited signage 
throughout the year.

Safety, Security, Streetlights!
Do you notice the streetlights in Olde Oaks? As darkness 

sets, streetlights turn on to provide visibility for motorists, 
pedestrians, dog walkers and children. Well-positioned, 
functioning and unobstructed streetlights promote safety  
and security throughout our community. Please help ensure 
streetlight effectiveness by checking your street for issues such as:

• Non-functioning streetlights – Report the pole number 
directly to Centerpoint Energy (1-800-332-7143 or online at 
http://cnp.centerpointenergy.com/outage).

• Dark areas for additional streetlight consideration –  
Inform ACMI Management (www.acmimgmt.com/contact.html).

• Keeping your trees sufficiently trimmed around streetlights. 
Where streetlights are situated on your property, it is  
your responsibility to trim trees so that illumination isn’t 
obstructed. If trimming simply doesn’t suffice, then cutting 
down certain trees may be a valid consideration  
(don’t forget to follow Architectural Control guidelines).

As a community we are each responsible for helping to keep 
our neighborhood safe. Not only should we be on the lookout 
for suspicious activities and avoid careless habits which invite 
crime, but we should also take measures to promote a well-lit 
environment. In addition to streetlight awareness, for individual 
properties this means good lighting at porches, front yards, garage 

BE SAFE –  
Break Down Your Boxes

Trash and Recycling Reminders

Do not let criminals know what Santa brought! Break 
down your boxes to make sure that your new valuables are 
not known. Trash is collected on Mondays and Thursdays. 
Recycling is collected on Thursdays. Please do not set out trash 
or recycling receptacles before 7 a.m. on Monday and Thursday 
mornings. Remember that we have “back door” trash service, 
but yard waste and recycling must be hauled to the curb. Heavy 
items are picked up on Thursdays. 

Any combination of up to eight (8) bags or bundles of 
yard waste will be picked up at the curb each collection day. 
Branches (three inches in diameter and less) need to be bundled 
in four-foot lengths. No yard waste bag or bundle should weigh 
more than 40 pounds.

entrances and backyards. Consider leaving front porch lights 
on throughout the dark hours and installing motion detector 
lighting at garage entrances and backyards.

Good lighting promotes safety, discourages mischief and 
deters criminal activity; it is something we can certainly all play 
a part in for a safer neighborhood. Do your part and encourage 
your neighbors to do theirs.

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The Harris County Flood Control District (HCFCD) 
and Harris County Precinct 4 (Precinct 4) are partnering on 
a maintenance repair project on Cypress Creek near the Olde 
Oaks and Northgate subdivisions, and the Northgate Forest 
Golf Course. The work includes the replacement of a failed 
108-inch storm sewer outfall pipe that drains a section of Olde 
Oaks, a failed 36-inch storm sewer pipe that drains a section of 
Northgate Forest, and resulting erosion of the bank near the 
pipes. This erosion has exposed a third outfall pipe that serves 
the local wastewater treatment plant – that pipe will also be 
replaced as part of the project.

“Precinct 4 is proud to partner on this project that will 
restore proper drainage to the Northgate Forest and Olde Oaks 
subdivisions and repair the eroded creek bank,” said Harris 
County Precinct 4 Commissioner R. Jack Cagle. "We share 
the Harris County Flood Control District's commitment to 
excellent service and safety."

Work is scheduled to start in early 2015 with the clearing 
of some trees and brush on a Precinct 4 storm sewer easement 
located at the east end of Ivy Falls Drive near the Ivy Falls/
Cedar Woods Place intersection. The clearing is necessary to 
allow construction equipment and crews to access the project 
site on Cypress Creek, which is adjacent to the Northgate 
Forest Golf Course.

The contractor will use heavy construction equipment 
to perform the work, and access to the work area will be via 
public right-of-way. HCFCD appreciates your patience and 
understanding through the duration of this project.

Project Work

Crews will remove and dispose of the existing failed storm 
sewer pipes and related failed structures, along with any rubble 
and debris. Then they will install new storm sewer outfall pipes 
to serve the neighborhoods and the wastewater treatment plant. 
Next, they will rebuild Cypress Creek’s washed out slope and 
install concrete riprap along the toe of the slope to armor the 
new bank and protect the outfall pipes. When all construction 
activities are completed, HCFCD will reestablish vegetation on 
the new slope.

The project will address failed storm water infrastructure 
while preserving as much of the native trees and vegetation as 
possible. HCFCD is still working on plans for post-project tree 
planting activities and will share that information with the 
community as soon as it is available.

The project is not a flood damage reduction project, 
which is a project that would increase the storm water-carrying 
capacity of the creek. That type of project requires a higher 
level of research, planning and analysis of the entire watershed. 

Cypress Creek Storm Sewer Repair Project

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Though it is not increasing Cypress Creek’s capacity, the repair 
work will not cause any adverse impacts or worsen the flow of 
storm water in Cypress Creek.

HCFCD has launched an email list for interested parties 
to obtain regular updates, ask specific questions and voice 
concerns. Residents can sign up for those updates by contacting 
Kim Jackson, HCFCD Communications Department Manager, 
at Kimberlye.jackson@hcfcd.org. HCFCD will also send a 
construction advisory to Olde Oaks and Northgate residents in 
advance of clearing and construction activities.

The Harris County Flood Control District is committed 
to keeping residents informed about flood damage reduction 
studies, projects and maintenance efforts on bayous, creeks 
and ditches throughout Harris County.
