Happy Birthday Hye!

In 1880, Hiram G. “Hye” Brown built a
modest store and home on what would
become the heart of our community. That
simple beginning laid the foundation for
the town that would eventually carry his
nickname.

As the settlement grew, Brown applied for
a U.S. Post Office, which was officially
established inside his store on April 17,
1886. When the time came to choose an
official name, the decision was easy.
Locals were already saying they were
headed to “Hye’s place” whenever they
needed to visit the store or pick up
supplies. With full agreement from the
community, the name Hye was adopted.
Brown served as Hye’s first postmaster
until 1917, shaping the early identity and
daily life of the town. His influence
remains woven into the story of Hye, and
the community continues to honor the
legacy of the man whose nickname
became our name.

On April 17, 2026, the community of Hye
will officially mark 140 years since our
post office was established and our town
received its name. To honor this
milestone and celebrate our shared
heritage, the Hye Chamber of Commerce
is hosting a community wide Birthday
Party on Saturday, April 18, 2026.

This party will be held at the Pleasant
Hill Rocky Community Club located at
183 Rocky Road from 4pm until 8pm.
BBQ brisket and pork will be provided,
and each guest is asked to bring a
pot-luck dish to share with everyone.
Later in the evening, we’ll gather for cake
and homemade ice cream as we
commemorate 140 years of community,
history, and the people who make Hye
such a special place.

Come join your neighbors for an evening
of good food, good company, and a
celebration worthy of Hye’s legacy.
