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BONAIRE 2021

This October several divers from Tiedemann’s Diving Center traveled to Bonaire for a week of
amazing diving. We stayed at the Divi Flamingo Resort that is all about diving. There were 2 boat
dives in the morning followed by unlimited shore diving. Bonaire is truly a diver’s paradise.

We had diving available 24 hours a day. The full tanks are lined up at the dive dock, there for the
taking anytime day or night. With large lockers located on the dock for our gear all we had to do
was stroll down to the water, set up our gear, and jump in.

The traveling was challenging with the Covid 19 restrictions in place. There was testing done be-
fore leaving home and before returning. There were multiple forms to fill out before leaving
home that created some confusion but it was worth it to get to our destination.

Our group had the boat to ourselves that gave us plenty of room. Our dive masters, Denise and
Ruud took us on dives to many of the best reefs in Bonaire. Each reef had something special to
see from a bed of garden eels to resident seahorses. There were several turtle and squid
sightings. Two octopuses made an appearance but they were elusive on this trip.

The house reef, Calabas, was the sight for our night dives. The 3 ft. tarpon made each night dive
exciting. They followed our lights and came within a few feet of the divers. Several small fish did
not survive the fast-moving tarpon when they crossed our light beams.

We were able to make several off-sight shore dives that made the trip even more special. The 2
best know shore dives we made were the Salt Pier and 1000 Steps. They are both worth the
effort to see. Our final day we were able to dive the well known local wreck, Hilma Hooker,
which sits at 100 ft. It was great to dive a wreck and be able to see the entire ship. The final dive
of the trip was the Salt Pier by boat. This site was the highlight of the trip for me. The columns
made for great images and the sea life was absolutely amazing. Bonaire should be on everyone’s
list of places to see. It is well worth it.
