To thank you for your continued support of LIDA, and to make use of this special 
dive site, a “LIDA Members Beach Dive” is scheduled to take place at Secret Beach 
on July 27, 2024. LIDA members are invited to join us for a day of diving. 
 
More information will be sent closer to the dive day, but the gates will be open for 
diver entrance for several hours in the morning, LIDA personnel will manage diver 
waiver forms for all in attendance and a port-o-san will be provided for comfort. 
Divers will be encouraged to bring their own beverages and food. 
 
We hope to see you all there on July 27 for a fun day of 
diving at one of the best dive sites on the north shore. 
 
Visit lidaonline.com/secretbeach use the QR code for 
additional dive details such as access requirements, 
directions, and to sign the liability release form. 
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 On June 1-2, 2024, 6 club members 
were lucky enough to have a spot on 
the Sea Turtle dive boat located in 
Montauk, NY. We left our homes as 
early as 3:30AM for the drive out to 
the end of the island. We started the 
chore of loading our gear onto the 
boat. We had to bring all the tanks 
needed for the weekend since there 
is no compressed air available on 
Block Island anymore.  

 We all planned 
to sleep on the 
boat with 4 
bunks for 8 
people; the 
Captain, Chuck 
Wade and his 
crew person, 

Brittney also planned to stay on the 
boat. 2 of us brought small tents to 
set up on the deck if needed. 

 After the boat was loaded, we 
headed out to the Grecian wreck. The 
sun was shining and the seas were so 
calm. After the 2-hour ride, we 
arrived to see 2 other boats beat us 
to the wreck. 
After discussing 
the options, it 
was decided that 
we would all 
share the wreck 
and the Sea 
Turtle tied to the 
other boats and 
we jumped in for 

our dives. The water was cool at 
depth, 47 degrees but the visibility 
was great at 15 ft. The 6 of us had a 
nice dive. 

 The Grecian was a 296 ft long 
freighter that sank in 1932 in 95 ft of 
water off Block Island. With the nice 
visibility, we were able to see a lot of 
the wreck. There was even a lobster 
spotted. 

 We untied 
and headed 
to the U853 
U-boat that 
sank in 1945. 
This was the 
last U-boat 

sunk in US waters. The water 
temperature was 49 degrees with 15 
ft of visibility. We were very lucky 
with the weather and calm seas. It is 
not easy to get to the U-boat with the 
wind and rough seas being a factor. I 
was able to see more of this wreck 
than I have ever seen in the past 
where the visibility usually is 3-5 ft.

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 After our 
dive, we 
headed to 
Block Island 
for a nice 
dinner at The 
Poor People’s 
Pub. 4 of the 

divers were able to locate rooms on 
the island for a better rate than 
quoted in advance so they took 
advantage of a soft bed and warm 
shower. 4 of us decided to sleep on 
the boat that now had a bunk for 
each of us. We got a descent night’s 
sleep and there was a nice rest room 
at the Marina with a 4-minute shower. 

 In the 
morning, 
the wind 
picked up 
slightly 
but not 
enough to 
spoil the 

trip. We were able to dive the U-boat 
a second time and 
then finished our 
adventurous weekend 
with a dive on the 
Lightburne wreck in 
35 ft of water. This 
was a tanker that 
sank in 1939 after 
running aground. 

 The wreck is broken up but the 
remaining structure is great for 
photos. The visibility was great at 20ft 

with bright sun 
shining on the 
wreckage. There 
is a moderate 
surge here as it 
is close to Block 
Island. 

 Thank 
you to 
Captain 
Chuck 
Wade 
of the 
Sea 
Turtle 
and his 
crewperson, Brittney for a great 
weekend of diving. The dive buddies 
on the boat were a nice team to dive 
with. Everyone worked together to 

make this a memorable trip . Σ

This release may be used against you in a court of law if you sue any released person or party.

Please read carefully, fill in all blanks and initial each paragraph before signing. Incomplete forms will not be accepted.

I, _________________________, hereby affirm that I have been advised and thoroughly informed through my 
open water training of the inherent risks of skin and scuba diving.

 Further, I understand that diving with compressed air involves certain inherent risks; decompression sickness, embolism, or 
other hyperbaric injuries can occur that require treatment in a recompression chamber. I further understand that any trips 
of any kind (diving or non-diving), whether sponsored or not, by The Dive Club may be conducted at a site that is remote, 
either by time or distance or both, from such a recompression chamber. I still choose to proceed with such diving activities 
in spite of the absence of a recompression chamber in proximity to the dive site(s).

 I understand and agree that neither The Dive Club or any of their respective board members, officers, agents or assigns 
(hereinafter referred to as “Released Parties”), may be held liable or responsible in any way for any injury, death, or other 
damages to me or my family, heirs, or assigns that may occur as a result of my participation in any Dive Club activity, or as a 
result of negligence of any party, including the Released Parties, whether passive or active.

 In consideration of being allowed to become a member of The Dive Club I hereby personally assume all risks in connection 
with diving or non-diving activity from any harm, injury or damage that may befall on me, including all risks connected 
therewith, whether foreseen or unforeseen.

 I further save and hold harmless said Dive Club and Released Parties from any claim or lawsuit by me, my family, estate, 
heirs, or assigns, arising out of my enrollment and participation in Club events including both claims arising during said 
event or after said event.

 I further understand that skin diving and scuba diving are physically strenuous activities and that I will be exerting myself 
during any diving activity, and that if I am injured as a result of a heart attack, panic, hyperventilation, etc., that I expressly 
assume the risk of said injuries and that I will not hold the above listed individuals or companies responsible for the same.

 I further state that I am of lawful age and legally competent to sign this liability release, or that I have acquired the written 
consent of my parent or guardian.

 I acknowledge scuba dividing is an activity that is done with a buddy.  I will not make a solo dive during a Dive Club event 
unless I am certified to do so by an accredited training agency and an I am equipped to make this dive safely.

 I understand that the terms herein are contractual and are not a mere recital, and that I have signed this document of my 
own free act.

 I acknowledge that The Dive Club does not provide buddies, gear, transportation, training, or professional advice pertaining 
to the sport of scuba diving. However, the dive sponsors will do their best to help club members find what they need for a 
dive by setting up email groups to allow individual club members to coordinate rides, buddies, and rental gear, if necessary. 

 The Dive Club does not vet divers or make any determination about whether any diver is qualified to do any given dive. This 
decision is entirely up to the individual diver, as well as any external dive operator, such as a dive boat captain or resort 
operator. It is important to evaluate your current experience when making the decision to dive. If you only have experience 
diving in warm waters with optimal visibility, you should consider the additional challenges associated with northeast diving 
before making your decision. I expressly assume the risk of any injury or illness for each and every dive that I determine to 
make and hold harmless for the same the above listed companies and individuals.
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 I acknowledge that for planned boat charters, the minimum certification and equipment requirements listed in our 
newsletter are the requirements of the boat captains. Please contact them directly if you have any questions about the 
suitability of a dive for you.

 I understand that DAN (Divers Alert Network) Insurance or other similar diving accident insurance policies are available to 
me if I choose to acquire this. I acknowledge that it is my own responsibility to educate myself on the available policies and 
choose the one, if any, that is appropriate for me. I understand that without this, I will be responsible for any medical bills 
or damages to my equipment that I incur. 

 I recognize that I may receive false or misleading information from one or more club members or non-members pertaining 
to the relative difficulty of a dive or my ability to safely participate in or perform a dive. Additionally, I acknowledge that one 
or more club members or non-members may negligently approve of my dive plan, including preparation or intended dive 
plan, the condition of my equipment, my ability to use my equipment, or proper use of equipment. I understand and agree 
that I am responsible for determining whether I am capable of executing a dive safely, whether I have sufficient 
information regarding my own physical abilities and the intended dive to base this decision, as well as whether my 
equipment is in proper working condition and is sufficient for the intended dive. I release The Dive Club and all co-signers 
who by signing this waiver similarly release me from negligent acts or omissions of this nature.
