The clerk emailed a basic edition of an employee handbook for the council to review . The council is looking at constructing an employee handbook for the City of New Vienna for the new hires. Council will continue to review and note changes we need to do to make this work for us.
	Water and sewer report was given by Mike Neuhaus, Mike informed the council  Krapfl placed a curb stop for NV Metal Works. Next week the electric will be upgraded to the water plant. Manhole behind NV Metal was jetted by Harter. Hydrant flushing will be done next week.
	 The code of ordinances for the city will need to be recodified this year and the clerk asked the council to review the codes and to make notes on any changes we will need to do.
The council reviewed the letters from Goerdt Inspection that will be mailed out regarding the residential properties that need to bring their properties up to code.
Mayor Langel went over the quote for the new software system for New Vienna, the cost would be around $12,000.00, annual dues would be  around $2600.00. The current system is going  through many changes and not sure what will be happening. Last year we paid $5500.00 in dues which was over 80% increase in our price.  Motion from Lehman to approve and change systems, second by Kloser. Ayes-all.
Kloser left at 6:20pm.
Puetz asked about the discolored ceiling tiles in the community center and asked if we have a condensation issue and when will the tiles be replaced.
