2nd FOUNDATIONAL

CONGREGATION WITH ONLY ONE THING 
– THE WORD OF GOD (TRUTH)

A Spectrum 
of  

Discipleship

• Natural Progression
• Baby (totally dependent on others)

• Toddler

• Child

• Teenager

• Young Adult

• Mature Adult

• Elder {Patriarch/Matriarch} –
(Totally dependent on God to sow 
through into others)



Spiritual Development
• BABE – No understanding; Total Dependence; Primed for Growth
• CHILD / LEARNER Stability-weak, knowledge low, wisdom – lacking but zeal-

filled!
• BETWEEN AGE (older child – young adult) Stability increasing; knowledge 

increasing, zeal increasing / DANGEROUS STAGE!  (Just enough to do damage if  
wisdom is lacking!)

• THE MOMENT / THE CRISIS / THE CHOICE / THE CHALLENGE
• ADULT (Stable, wisdom-increasing, a tempered strong zeal)
• ELDER (Stable, wise, downward-focused zeal)



Spiritual Development - Peter
• BABE – First Called By Christ (Fish in the Boat – Fisher of  Men)
• CHILD / LEARNER – Ministry Work in the Field / Storm
• BETWEEN AGE – The Rebuke of  Jesus / The Last Supper
• THE MOMENT / THE CRISIS / THE CHOICE / THE 

CHALLENGE – The Betrayal
• ADULT – Resurrection to Day of  Pentecost
• ELDER – The Apostle and the Elder (Developed Others)



The Discipleship Model
•Train those called to you.
•Walk with others as you develop.
•You be trained yourself.



The Discipleship Model
•Train those called to you. - Mentor
•Walk with others as you develop. – Friend
•You be trained yourself. - Protege

PETER’S MOMENT – CRISIS –
CHALLENGE - CHOICE 

• Luke 22:33-34
• 33 And [Simon Peter] said to Him, Lord, I am 

ready to go with You both to prison and to death. 
34 But Jesus said, I tell you, Peter, before a [single] 
cock shall crow this day, you will three times 
[utterly] deny that you know Me. AMP

SELAH MOMENT
THE HOLY SPIRIT POURED INTO JESUS.  

JESUS POURED INTO THEM.  THEY 
POURED INTO OTHERS.  YOUR TURN TO 

BE AN EXAMPLE.



Mentor – Friend – Protégé
• Mentor – experience, trusted advisor/trainer.
• Friend – mutually, close persons supportive of  each other’s well-

being and success.
• Protégé - a person who is guided and supported by an older and 

more experienced person.
• Each require varying degrees of  accountability, access, and activities
• Each require an investment of  time, resources, and spiritual capital
• Each produces varying degrees of  maturity, stability, and protection



Unbalanced Relationships
• If  you have a mentor and friend but no protégé to pour 

into, you run the risk of  being a selfish hoarder.
• If  you have a mentor and a protégé but no friend, you 

run the risk of  imploding from the weight of  others.
• If  you have a friend and a protégé but no mentor, you 

run the risk of  damaging others by sharing untested 
advice.



Unbalanced Relationships
• If  you have a protégé but no mentor and or friend, you 

are either very old and have become the 
Patriarch/Matriarch or you run the risk of  becoming 
someone’s arrogant god.

• If  you have a friend but no mentor or protégé, you run 
the risk of  being the selfish and arrogant blind partner. 

• If  you are a mentor but have no protégé or friend, you 
are either very close to God or very alone.



4 Questions to Ponder on 
Generational Discipleship

• Who pours into you? (Your Mentor/Guide)
• Who walks with you? (Your Friend/Accountability 

Brother/Sister)
• Who receives from you? (Who do you pour into/Protégé)
• How do you protect these three relationships? (From 

the thief  that looks to steal, kill, and destroy?)
