1.) Lafayette Sewer-Supervisor McClain explained how we had our solicitor reach out and we are waiting to hear back from them, about getting reimbursed for the cost of the sewer extension for Lafayette. NEW BUSINESS: 	
1) Switch out fence for rock at the memorial- A motion was made by Supervisor McClain/2nd Anderson to replace the fence by the memorial for rock. Motion carried unanimously.  
2) Tractor Parade Approval- A motion was made by Supervisor McClain/2nd Anderson to accept the Tractor Parade for the McKean County Fair Association. Motion carried unanimously 
3) Resolution No. 2025- J To Name a Private Road- A motion was made by Supervisor McClain/2nd Anderson to accept Resolution No. 2025-J. Motion carried unanimously.
4) Resolution No. 2025-K Personnel Policy- A motion was made by Supervisor McClain/2nd Anderson to accept Resolution No. 2025 K to update the Personnel Policy about trainings and purchasing. Motion was carried unanimously. 
5) Resolution No. 2025-L Intergovernmental Cooperation for Sharing Equipment. Supervisor Anderson explained that this agreement is a paper trail with any intermunicipal agreement, so this can be filed.  A motion was made by Supervisor McClain/2nd Anderson to accept Resolution No. 2025-L. Motion carried unanimously. 
6) Solar Ordinance Setbacks- There were a few updates to the setbacks that our supervisors wanted to discuss. The barrier has to be 300 feet away and the fence must be within that barrier. A motion was made by Supervisor McClain/2nd Anderson to advertise for the amendments to Ordinance No. 109, which will now be Ordinance No. 114
7) Ordinance No. 2025-113 Guaranty Ordinance- A motion was made by Supervisor McClain/2nd Anderson to accept Ordinance No. 2025-113. Motion carried unanimously.
