A motion was made by Supervisor McClain/2nd Anderson, to accept the Treasurer’s Report. Motion carried unanimously. By motion of Supervisor McClain/2nd Anderson, it was unanimously agreed to pay the bills as listed on the Expense Report for a total of $105,973.14 including Sewer Expenses of $11,645.10 State Aid Expenses of $64,055.00 and General Expenses of $30,273.04

PUBLIC HEARD:  Mrs. Deyarmin wanted an update on the windmills, as there has been land right up the road of them that has agreed to the lease. Supervisor McClain explained that there have been zero permits distributed or filled out. Their biggest concern is the met towers, their height without lights. They are also concerned about the companies being sneaky and moving into these neighboring properties without notice for all surrounding them. 

Mrs. Isadore also mentioned their neighbors with the met towers and their concerns for wildlife and their views at their home. They simply do not want them there. Supervisor McClain explained to them, that if they follow the right steps, permits, and setbacks that are in place, we cannot just out right stop them.

2.) Health Insurance- Change Policy from 9/1/2025-8/31/2025. The township has decided to go a different route with health insurance and will be saving the township $47,244.00. A motion was made by Supervisor McClain/2nd Anderson to approve the switch in the health insurance policy. Motion carried unanimously.

1) Resolution No. 2025- N Elk Hollow- A motion was made by Supervisor Anderson/2nd Herzog to accept Resolution No. 2025-N Elk Hollow to name a private road. Motion carried unanimously. 
2) Resolution No. 2025- O American250PA- A motion was made by Supervisor McClain/2nd Anderson to accept Resolution No. 2025-O to support American250PA in their Semi-quincentennial  
3) Letter of Support for PA Route 6 Façade Improvement Program in McKean and Warren Counties. A motion was made by Supervisor McClain/2nd Anderson to write a letter of support for the PA Route 6 Façade Improvement Program. Motion was carried unanimously. 
4) Ordinance No. 116 Battery Energy Storage Facility Ordinance. A motion was made by Supervisor McClain/2nd Anderson to advertise for Ordinance No. 116 Battery Energy Storage Facilities. Motion carried unanimously. 
5) Anti-Skid Bid- A motion was made by Supervisor McClain/2nd Anderson to advertise for 1000 tons of Anti-skid. Motion carried unanimously. 
6) Ball Field/Dugouts. A discussion was had regarding the ballfields dugouts and back stops. The Little League has reached out and asked about new dugouts and fencing for the field. They are asking for contributions from the Township. The supervisors said that we still have some extra money in the park budget and that we can work something out to get those upgrade made. 
7) Ambulance Parking- Supervisor Herzog said that the local Ambulance garages/workers are struggling to find a spot for them to park. He mentioned the EMTs parking in the Township building for a trial run to see if they are able to use the meeting room as a place to park, while waiting for calls. This would be temporary and it would be during office hours.
