He has attended workshops at Arrowmont 
taught by David Ellsworth, Ashley Harwood, 
Beth Ireland, and Mark St Leger.  
 
When just a beginner attending a session at 
Arrowmont, he saw a display of works by 
Jean-Francois Escoulen which absolutely 
blew his mind.  Since then he has always 
had a special attraction to multi-axis turning 
and have held Escoulen in the highest re-
gard for his creativity and technical skill.
