Larry began talking about ways to hold your work when carving. The

types of gouges, their profiles and the numbering system used was ex-
plained. Larry discussed the direction of cutting and how the tools are
sharpened and honed. He outlined basic tools needed when starting to
carve. He shared techniques, patterns and types of wood recommended
for carving. Although carving is not technically turning it can be effective-
ly used to enhance turnings especially on plain wood that needs some-
thing to enhance it.
