Dancers must be present in ALL their classes and rehearsals the week prior

to every performance and tour

Communicating negatively about anyone in or outside our studio will not be tolerated.
Dancers are expected to show courtesy and respect to all instructors and other
students. Any Student or teacher who exhibits repeated negative or disrespectful
behavior will have to mediate actions, or their contract will be terminated. Everyone is
expected to be always respectful, supportive, encouraging, and constructive in spirit,
attitude, and behavior. Our company has O tolerance to discrimination and abuse.

In order for Trainees and PTP to be a part of performances with professional dancers,
they are expected to be technically competent, physically, mentally and emotionally
mature.

In order to achieve this, dancers must be eating well, resting, hydrating and putting
their intentions and focus on the progression and development of themselves in and
outside the studio. They will have to display constructive communication and conflict
resolutions skills

Dancers are expected and required to report to class/rehearsals/performances on
time and in appropriate mental and physical condition.
