3. The Our Father: ou r  Father, who art in heaven 
hallowed be Thy name; Thy kingdom come; Thy will 
be done on earth as it'is in heaven. Give us this day our 
daily bread; and forgive us our trespasses as we forgive 
those who trespass against us; and lead us not into 
temptation, but deliver us from evil.

How TO RECITE ME CHAPLET OF MERCY 
The Chaplet of Mercy is recited using ordinary 

rosary beads of five decades. At the National Shrine 
of The Divine Mercy in Stockbridge, Massachusetts, 
the chaplet is preceded by two opening prayers from 
the Diary of Saint Maria Faustina Kowalska and 
followed by a closing prayer. 

In addition to the Novena to Divine Mercy which 
our Lord gave to St. Maria Faustina for her own 
personal use, He revealed to her a powerlid prayer that 
He wanted everyone to say - the Chaplet of Mercy. 
Saint Faustina prayed the chaplet almost constantly, 
especially for the dying, and the Lord urged her to 
encourage others to say it, too, promisii exu-aordinaq 
graces to those who would recite this special prayer. 

The chaplet can be said anytime, but the Lord 
s~ecificallv asked that it be recited as a novena. 
eipecidybn the nine days before the Feast of ~ e r &  
And He promised, "By this Novena (of Chaplets) 
I will grant every possible grace to souls" (796). 

We can pray this Novena of Chaplets for our 
own personal intentions, or we can offer it together 
with the Novena to Divine Mercy for the daily inten- 
tions dictated bv our Lord to St. Faustina 
(see reverse side of this pamphlet). 

Our Lord said to St. Faustinu: 

Encourage souls to say the chaplet which I have 
givenyou ... Whoewrwillreciteitwillreceive 
great mercyat the hour ofdeath. ... Whentbey 
say this chaplet in the presence of the dying, I 
will stand between My Father and the dying 
person, not as the just Judge but as the 
Merdful Savior. ... Priests will recommend it 
to sinners as their last hope of salvation. Even 



ifthere were a sinner most hardened, if he were 
to recite this chaplet only once, -he would 
receive grace &om My in6nite mercy. I desire to 
grant unimaginable graces to those souls who 
trust in My mercy. . . . Through the Chaplet you 
will obtain everything, if i f t  you ask for is 
compatible with My will (687,1541,1731).
