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out the calls, assemble teams and deploy as in 
times past.

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More About the QRT
If you have wondered why you get notices 
from Samaritan’s Purse calling for Volunteers 
for a deployment but hear nothing from BTS… 
thank you for noticing . This has been the case 
with at least the last five SP deployments and 
there’s a clear reason for that.  

In these cases and others like them SP will 
announce a deployment that they intend to last 
only two weeks.  The net affect of that call is that 
we literally have only seven days to get our team 
together and deploy.  Because we strive to take a 
team of 12-18 Volunteers, most of whom have 
active lives, we simply can’t get a team together 
that quickly.  So we sit here with our bus packed 
and engine running but unable to deploy a team.

SO… Here’s our Plan
We are looking to recruit volunteers for a Quick 
Response Team.  The members of QRT would have 
a strong likelihood of availability in seven days.  
Certainly there would be no  obligation implied in 
joining the team, only a willingness to consider 
the call and deploy if possible.
