Fiddlers of all ages filled Fleet-
wood Park for the Berks Fiddle Fest
on Sunday.

“We're excited to bring this
unique, one-of-a-kind festival to
Fleetwood and celebrate the art
of fiddling” Friends of Fleetwood
Parks President Patty Keeney said
prior to the event.

A traditional worship service
opened the festival followed by
a variety of Americana bands
performing on the Mainstage as
wellas the popular main attraction
of the all-ages ® fiddle competition.
The Open Mic Stage featured the
Scottish Fire Qualifier and several
workshops were offered on mando-
lin, fiddle, saw, and harmonica.
