Here is how LWR is at work from Rev. Tim Krick Senior Advisor, Congregational
Engagement:

e In Gaza, we have been able to get a truck full of essential supplies through the one
and only access gate. It was full of diapers, feminine hygiene products, laundry
powder and more. Enough for 10,000 people!

e We are also working in Lebanon, to help the 90,000 Lebanese citizens that have
been displaced from their southern border. In November 2023, 750 hygiene kits, 600
baby care kits, and 1200 school kits were sent to the southern Lebanon villages. In
January 2024, and as the conflicts were accentuating,125 food parcels were
distributed to 300 families displaced in South Lebanon, with another distribution
taking place on Wed. March 28!

While we are continually trying to help within Gaza and Israel as much as possible, it is
extremely difficult to get aid in, therefore, we will continue to bring aid to the people in the
southern portion of Lebanon who have been displaced due to the war. All gifts received
and designated will be used in this way.
