GATHERING HALLELUJAH! HE IS RISEN, HE IS RISEN INDEED!

The Holy Spirit calls us together as the people of God.

Welcome guests and members alike to Faith Lutheran Church, today we are going to start with
the baptism of Andrew Quinn inside.

PRESENTATION
Candidates for baptism, sponsors, and parents gather with the ministers at the font. The
assembly is seated.

The presiding minister may address the assembly in these or similar words:

God, who is rich in mercy and love, gives us a new birth into a living hope through the
sacrament of baptism. By water and the Word God delivers us from sin and death and raises us
to new life in Jesus Christ. We are united with all the baptized in the one body of Christ,
anointed with the gift of the Holy Spirit, and joined in God's mission for the life of the world.

Sponsors for each candidate, in turn, present the candidates:

| present Andrew Kristoff Quinn_for baptism.
The presiding minister addresses candidates who are able to answer for themselves:

Andrew , called by the Holy Spirit, trusting in the grace and love of God, do you desire to be
baptized into Christ?
Each candidate responds: I do.

The presiding minister addresses sponsors:

Sponsors, do you promise to nurture Andrew in the Christian faith as you are empowered by
God's Spirit, and to help them live in the covenant of baptism and in communion with the
church?

Response: | do.

The presiding minister addresses the assembly:

People of God, do you promise to support Andrew and pray for him in his new life in Christ?
We do.
The assembly stands.

PROFESSION OF FAITH



The presiding minister addresses candidates for baptism as well as the parents and sponsors of
young children. The assembly may join in the responses.

| ask you to profess your faith in Christ Jesus, reject sin, and confess the faith of the church.

Do you renounce the devil and all the forces that defy God,
the powers of this world that rebel against God,

and the ways of sin that draw you from God?

Response:

| renounce them.

The presiding minister addresses the candidates and the assembly.

Do you believe in God the Father?

I believe in God, the Father almighty,
creator of heaven and earth.

Do you believe in Jesus Christ, the Son of God?

I believe in Jesus Christ, God’s only Son, our Lord,
who was conceived by the Holy Spirit,
born of the virgin Mary,
suffered under Pontius Pilate,
was crucified, died, and was buried;
he descended to the dead.*

On the third day he rose again;

he ascended into heaven,

he is seated at the right hand of the Father,

and he will come to judge the living and the dead.

Do you believe in God the Holy Spirit?

I believe in the Holy Spirit,
the holy catholic church,
the communion of saints,
the forgiveness of sins,
the resurrection of the body,
and the life everlasting.

*0Or, “he descended into hell,” another translation of this text in widespread use.

THANKSGIVING AT THE FONT
Water may be poured into the font before or during the thanksgiving. At the font, the presiding
minister begins the thanksgiving:

The Lord be with you.

And also with you.

Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.

It is right to give our thanks and praise.

We give you thanks, O God, for in the beginning your Spirit moved over the waters and by your
Word you created the world, calling forth life in which you took delight. Through the waters of
the flood you delivered Noah and his family, and through the sea you led your people Israel from
slavery into freedom. At the river your Son was baptized by John and anointed with the Holy



Spirit. By the baptism of Jesus' death and resurrection you set us free from the power of sin and
death and raise us up to live in you.

Pour out your Holy Spirit, the power of your living Word, that those who are washed in the
waters of baptism may be given new life. To you be given honor and praise through Jesus Christ
our Lord, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, now and forever.

Amen.

The assembly may be seated.

BAPTISM
The presiding minister baptizes each candidate. The candidate is immersed into the water, or
water is poured on the candidate's head, as the presiding minister says:

Andrew , | baptize you in the name of the Father,*
The candidate is immersed or water is poured on the candidate's head a second time:

and of the Son,
The candidate is immersed or water is poured on the candidate's head a third time:

and of the Holy Spirit.
Amen.

Blessed be God, the source of all life,
the word of salvation,
the spirit of mercy.

The presiding minister continues:

Let us pray.

We give you thanks, O God, that through water and the Holy Spirit you give your daughters and
sons new birth, cleanse them from sin, and raise them to eternal life.

Laying both hands on the head of each of the newly baptized, the minister prays for each:

Sustain Andrew with the gift of your Holy Spirit: the spirit of wisdom and understanding, the
spirit of counsel and might, the spirit of knowledge and the fear of the Lord, the spirit of joy in
your presence, both now and forever.

Amen.

The presiding minister marks the sign of the cross on the forehead of each of the baptized. Oil
prepared for this purpose may be used. As the sign of the cross is made, the minister says:

Andrew , child of God, you have been sealed by the Holy Spirit and marked with the cross of
Christ forever.

A lighted candle may be given to each of the newly baptized (to a sponsor of a young child) as a
representative of the congregation says:

Let your light so shine before others
that they may see your good works
and glorify God in heaven.

The ministers and the baptismal group face the assembly. A representative of the congregation
leads the assembly in the welcome.

Let us welcome the newly baptized Andrew Kristoff Quinn.

We welcome you into the body of Christ and into the mission we share:
join us in giving thanks and praise to God

and bearing God's creative and redeeming word to all the world.

THANKSGIVING FOR BAPTISM
The assembly stands. All may make the sign of the cross, the sign marked at baptism, as the
presiding minister begins.

Blessed be the holy Trinity, *+ one God,
the fountain of living water,

the rock who gave us birth,

our light and our salvation.

Amen.

The presiding minister addresses the assembly.

Joined to Christ in the waters of baptism,

we are clothed with God's mercy and forgiveness.

Let us give thanks for the gift of baptism.

Water may be poured into the font as the presiding minister gives thanks.

We give you thanks, O God,

for in the beginning your Spirit moved over the waters

and by your Word you created the world,

calling forth life in which you took delight.

Through the waters of the flood you delivered Noah and his family.

Through the sea you led your people Israel from slavery into freedom.

At the river your Son was baptized by John and anointed with the Holy Spirit.
By water and your Word you claim us as daughters and sons,

making us heirs of your promise and servants of all.

We praise you for the gift of water that sustains life,

and above all we praise you for the gift of new life in Jesus Christ.

Shower us with your Spirit,

and renew our lives with your forgiveness, grace, and love.

To you be given honor and praise

through Jesus Christ our Lord

in the unity of the Holy Spirit, now and forever.

Amen.

The service continues with gathering song. As a reminder of the gift of baptism, the assembly
may be sprinkled with water during the singing.

PRAYER OF THE DAY

Let us pray.

O God, you gave your only Son to suffer death on the cross for our redemption, and by his
glorious resurrection you delivered us from the power of death. Make us die every day to sin,
that we may live with him forever in the joy of the resurrection, through your Son, Jesus Christ
our Lord, who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, now and forever.

WORD
God speaks to us in scripture reading, preaching, and song.

FIRST READING:

A reading from Acts.

“Peter began to speak to [the people]: “I truly understand that God shows no partiality, *but in
every nation anyone who fears him and does what is right is acceptable to him. *You know the
message he sent to the people of Israel, preaching peace by Jesus Christ—he is Lord of all. *"That
message spread throughout Judea, beginning in Galilee after the baptism that John announced:
*how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with power; how he went about
doing good and healing all who were oppressed by the devil, for God was with him. **We are
witnesses to all that he did both in Judea and in Jerusalem. They put him to death by hanging him
on a tree; “’but God raised him on the third day and allowed him to appear, “'not to all the people
but to us who were chosen by God as witnesses, and who ate and drank with him after he rose
from the dead. “’He commanded us to preach to the people and to testify that he is the one
ordained by God as judge of the living and the dead. “*All the prophets testify about him that
everyone who believes in him receives forgiveness of sins through his name.”

The word of the Lord.

SECOND READING:

A reading from 1 Corinthians.

‘Now | would remind you, brothers and sisters, of the good news that | proclaimed to you, which

you in turn received, in which also you stand, “through which also you are being saved, if you

hold firmly to the message that | proclaimed to you—unless you have come to believe in vain.
°For | handed on to you as of first importance what I in turn had received: that Christ died for

our sins in accordance with the scriptures, “and that he was buried, and that he was raised on the

third day in accordance with the scriptures, “and that he appeared to Cephas, then to the twelve.

“Then he appeared to more than five hundred brothers and sisters at one time, most of whom are



still alive, though some have died. "Then he appeared to James, then to all the apostles. °Last of
all, as to one untimely born, he appeared also to me. °For | am the least of the apostles, unfit to
be called an apostle, because | persecuted the church of God. “But by the grace of God | am
what | am, and his grace toward me has not been in vain. On the contrary, | worked harder than
any of them—though it was not I, but the grace of God that is with me. “Whether then it was | or
they, so we proclaim and so you have come to believe.

‘Early on the first day of the week, while it was still dark, Mary Magdalene came to the tomb and
saw that the stone had been removed from the tomb. ?So she ran and went to Simon Peter and the
other disciple, the one whom Jesus loved, and said to them, “They have taken the Lord out of the
tomb, and we do not know where they have laid him.” *Then Peter and the other disciple set out
and went toward the tomb. “The two were running together, but the other disciple outran Peter
and reached the tomb first. *He bent down to look in and saw the linen wrappings lying there, but
he did not go in. “Then Simon Peter came, following him, and went into the tomb. He saw the
linen wrappings lying there, “and the cloth that had been on Jesus’ head, not lying with the linen
wrappings but rolled up in a place by itself. “Then the other disciple, who reached the tomb first,
also went in, and he saw and believed; °for as yet they did not understand the scripture, that he
must rise from the dead. **Then the disciples returned to their homes.

“But Mary stood weeping outside the tomb. As she wept, she bent over to look into the tomb;
2and she saw two angels in white, sitting where the body of Jesus had been lying, one at the head
and the other at the feet. “They said to her, “Woman, why are you weeping?” She said to them,
“They have taken away my Lord, and I do not know where they have laid him.” *“When she had
said this, she turned around and saw Jesus standing there, but she did not know that it was Jesus.
*Jesus said to her, “Woman, why are you weeping? Whom are you looking for?” Supposing him
to be the gardener, she said to him, “Sir, if you have carried him away, tell me where you have
laid him, and I will take him away.” **Jesus said to her, “Mary!” She turned and said to him in
Hebrew, “Rabbouni!” (which means Teacher). *'Jesus said to her, “Do not hold on to me,
because I have not yet ascended to the Father. But go to my brothers and say to them, ‘I am
ascending to my Father and your Father, to my God and your God.”” **Mary Magdalene went
and announced to the disciples, “I have seen the Lord”; and she told them that he had said these
things to her.
