When we hear the words of forgiveness in
worship and sign ourselves with the cross, we are renewed in baptism to be signs of
reconciliation in the world.

WORD
God speaks to us in scripture reading, preaching, and song.

FIRST READING:

A reading from Genesis.

“Realizing that their father was dead, Joseph’s brothers said, “What if Joseph still bears a grudge
against us and pays us back in full for all the wrong that we did to him?”* **So they approached
Joseph, saying, “Your father gave this instruction before he died, *’*Say to Joseph: I beg you,
forgive the crime of your brothers and the wrong they did in harming you.” Now therefore please
forgive the crime of the servants of the God of your father.” Joseph wept when they spoke to
him. *Then his brothers also wept, fell down before him, and said, “We are here as your slaves.”
““But Joseph said to them, “Do not be afraid! Am I in the place of God? *’Even though you
intended to do harm to me, God intended it for good, in order to preserve a numerous people, as
he is doing today. **So have no fear; | myself will provide for you and your little ones.” In this
way he reassured them, speaking kindly to them.

SECOND READING:

A reading from Romans.

‘Welcome those who are weak in faith, but not for the purpose of quarreling over opinions.
’Some believe in eating anything, while the weak eat only vegetables. “Those who eat must not
despise those who abstain, and those who abstain must not pass judgment on those who eat; for
God has welcomed them. “Who are you to pass judgment on servants of another? It is before
their own lord that they stand or fall. And they will be upheld, for the Lord is able to make them
stand.

sSome judge one day to be better than another, while others judge all days to be alike. Let all
be fully convinced in their own minds. ‘Those who observe the day, observe it in honor of the
Lord. Also those who eat, eat in honor of the Lord, since they give thanks to God; while those
who abstain, abstain in honor of the Lord and give thanks to God.

"We do not live to ourselves, and we do not die to ourselves. °If we live, we live to the Lord,
and if we die, we die to the Lord; so then, whether we live or whether we die, we are the Lord’s.
°For to this end Christ died and lived again, so that he might be Lord of both the dead and the
living.

"Why do you pass judgment on your brother or sister? Or you, why do you despise your
brother or sister? For we will all stand before the judgment seat of God. "'For it is written,

“As I live, says the Lord, every knee shall bow to me,

and every tongue shall give praise to God.”
?So then, each of us will be accountable to God.

GOSPEL.:

The holy gospel according to Matthew.

Glory to you, O Lord.

'Peter came and said to [Jesus], “Lord, if another member of the church sins against me, how
often should I forgive? As many as seven times?”” ’Jesus said to him, “Not seven times, but, |
tell you, seventy-seven times.

#*For this reason the kingdom of heaven may be compared to a king who wished to settle
accounts with his slaves. “When he began the reckoning, one who owed him ten thousand talents
was brought to him; and, as he could not pay, his lord ordered him to be sold, together with his
wife and children and all his possessions, and payment to be made. **So the slave fell on his
knees before him, saying, ‘Have patience with me, and I will pay you everything.” ?’And out of
pity for him, the lord of that slave released him and forgave him the debt. *But that same slave,
as he went out, came upon one of his fellow slaves who owed him a hundred denarii; and seizing
him by the throat, he said, ‘Pay what you owe.” *Then his fellow slave fell down and pleaded
with him, ‘Have patience with me, and I will pay you.” **But he refused; then he went and threw
him into prison until he would pay the debt. **When his fellow slaves saw what had happened,
they were greatly distressed, and they went and reported to their lord all that had taken place.
*Then his lord summoned him and said to him, “You wicked slave! I forgave you all that debt
because you pleaded with me. **Should you not have had mercy on your fellow slave, as | had



mercy on you?’ *And in anger his lord handed him over to be tortured until he would pay his
entire debt. **So my heavenly Father will also do to every one of you, if you do not forgive your
brother or sister from your heart.”

SERMON

CREED

Free victims of human trafficking and forced labor; deliver all who are bound by debt. Feed all
who hunger, and guard refugees fleeing famine, poverty, and war. Lord, in your mercy,

hear our prayer.

Teach us to forgive. Remind us that you do not always accuse us. Still our tongues when we are
tempted to pass judgment and argue over opinions. Make this congregation a community of
mercy for one another and for all our neighbors. Lord, in your mercy,

hear our prayer.

Whether we live or whether we die, we are yours. We thank you for those who have showed us
faithfulness, for the knees that taught us how to bow to you and the tongues that taught us to
praise you (especially John Chrysostom, Bishop of Constantinople, whom we commemorate
today). Lord, in your mercy,

hear our prayer.

All these things and whatever else you see that we need, we entrust to your mercy; through
Christ our Lord.

INSTRUCTING OF COMMUNION AT HOME

Gracious God, loving all your family with a mother’s tender care:

As you sent the angel to feed Elijah with heavenly bread,

be present with those who partake and share your word and sacrament

at home. We remember you in the celebration of the sacrament and remember that you unite us
as the body of Christ whether we are together in-person or together while apart.

In your love and care, nourish and strengthen those who will receive this sacrament,

and give us all the comfort of your abiding presence

through the body and blood of your Son, Jesus Christ, our Lord.

At this point in the service, please bring bread and drink for communion, preferably wine or
grape juice but it can also be water. If you have communion elements gathered, I'd
invite you to share with anyone present, and if you do not, know that the
restoration and healing found in this sacrament still reaches you wherever you

are. During our time of worshiping apart, we will be instituting communion at home. These
Words of Institution bless the eucharistic elements where you are, trusting in the all-reaching



power and grace of God to provide the complete and total sacrament to us in these extraordinary
times where we are unable to come to Christ's table together in-person. Once you have your
eucharistic elements of bread and drink, and after the words of institution, you may commune
yourself along with anyone else in your household saying:

The body of Christ, given for you.
The blood of Christ, shed for you.

It is indeed right, our duty and our joy,

that we should at all times and in all places

give thanks and praise to you, almighty and merciful God,

through our Savior Jesus Christ;

This cup is the new covenant in my blood,

shed for you and for all people for the forgiveness of sin.
Do this for the remembrance of me.

Gathered into one by the Holy Spirit, let us pray as Jesus taught us.

Our Father, who art in heaven,
hallowed be thy name,
thy kingdom come,
thy will be done,
on earth as it is in heaven.
Give us this day our daily bread;
and forgive us our trespasses,
as we forgive those
who trespass against us;
