How to manage your new Bee-Habitat

#1 don’t be daunted if you are starting to think this is all a little too complicated, it really is not, all we have here is a box full of bugs. If they like their home they will stay if they don’t they will leave.

#2 Assemble the bought box could not be more simple remove the legs from inside. Install.

Then place the hive where you want it. Make sure it has a firm base, and will not fall over or be tampered with. Install the compost and a pour in a cup of water. Put the lid on , bait and you are ready.

#3 So, now you will want bees!! If there are bees in your area, it normally will not take a lot of encouragement to get a swarm to habitat your hive. It would be good to remember the more trapes and lures you have the better your chances in the first year. As well as the sooner you put them out the sooner scouts will know they have a place for a new home.

A. Bait the bee habitat. You can put a little dish of honey and water on the roof, and see who comes to visit, put some grass in so bugs can then get out if they fall in. once you have done this you can even encourage they to go inside a feed inside buy putting the honey dish inside. Normally if you have a lure inside, they will go and have a look any way.

B. You can get two honey boxes and make a swarm trap. This needs to be about 6 to 10 foot up in a tree, preferably a fruit or flowering tree. Again you can put a dish of honey and water and grass on the roof to see who is about. Bait the hive all year every two months and with a little luck you will have a swarm. This can any distance from where you want your bee habitat. But the closer the better
