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Instructions for roof:
Your new roof should simply be able to slip on to the existing wood roof.

Before you do this however it is advisable to put some insulation in where the void will be.

Insulation can be something like wool or polystyrene insulation.

If you are using polystyrene it is advised to glue it to the wooden roof first.

The felt can be left on or removed

Then once you have put your new roof on, two lines of silicon on the inside between wood or felt and fiberglass is advised to glue the roof down.

The entire roof itself does not have to be then glued to the hive as when bees move in they will glue the roof down from the inside.
