The system can create supportive meal ideas for cancer patients and caregivers when appetite, nausea, mouth sores, fatigue, diabetes, kidney issues, weight loss, culture, language or budget matter.
• Nausea-friendly menus: small meals, bland options and hydration ideas.
• High-protein support: gentle ideas to support strength when eating is difficult.
• Caregiver meal planning: simple menus, shopping lists and prep ideas.
