GRAND TREASURER'S REPORT

Grand Guardian Vickie, Associate Grand Guardian BIll, and Members of the Grand Guardian Council:
This past year was been a year with very few surprises as it pertains to the finances of the Grand Guardian Council.  We ended the year with a balance of $8,200.31 in our Checking Account.  As I’ve mentioned in last year’s report, this is much better than the ending balances in years past.
 At this time, all bills have been paid and the Grand Treasurer’s books balance with the Grand Secretary’s books and they have been audited. Thank you, Marge Christensen, for stepping in to audit the books in place of the Finance Committee Chairman, Jim Duncan.
 Following the end of our fiscal year, a comparison report was run between 2016 and 2017.  Income in 2017 exceeded 2016 by $2,401.46 and expenses decreased in 2017 by $1,012.47.  You will notice that the warrants written exceeded the receipts at the end of the year.  Most of this occurred in the last two month when we purchased the jewelry and medallions from Doc Morgan.  I will explain this later in my report.
When I reviewed the comparison report to see where the increases in income and the decreases in expenses occurred, a couple of items stood out.  Both Annual Report Income and Grand Bethel Dues had increases verifying that our membership had grown this past year.
There was also a noticeable increase in the Vice Grand Guardian’s Project this past year.  Once again, the nut sales were a success.  Income in this category was $1,990 this year compared to $764 the previous year with expenses of $1,010 in 2017 compared to $440 in 2016.   Therefore, this year’s net profit was $980.  Last year our profit was only $324.  No one was at fault for last year’s poor project performance.  I believe the project last year was a victim of the poor economy.
Unfortunately, Educational Loan, Equipment Fund and Promotions Fund Income all decreased from last year.  The amount allocated to these funds comes from dues paid by individual members of the Grand Guardian Council and by incoming members of Bethel Guardian Councils.  There seems to be fewer Past Bethel Guardians and Past Grand Guardians who have continued to pay dues and attend our functions.  What a shame!  They’re missing out on a great experience with our wonderful daughters!
Since we began using electronic delivery for communications, both our postage and office supplies expenses have steadily decreased.  Even the Executive Council of the Grand Guardian Council holds quarterly conference calls rather than meeting in person thereby eliminating the travel expenses which were incurred by previous Executive Grand Guardian Councils. 
That brings me to something I’d like to share with the Council.  To ensure that we would receive the Grand Bethel crowns and jewelry, Past Grand Officers jewelry and Medallions before Grand Session, our Grand Secretary called Doc Morgan and ordered them over the phone.   Doc Morgan, who has the exclusive rights to the Job’s Daughters jewelry, only accepts credit card payments when placing phone orders.  Job’s Daughters does not allow individuals or bethels to have Job’s Daughters credit or debit cards.  Therefore, the Grand Secretary paid for them with her personal credit card.  At one point, I think she had close to $2,000 tied up on her personal credit card in Job’s Daughters jewelry.  That’s real dedication and a love for Job’s Daughters.  Although she was reimbursed from Grand Council and Grand Bethel Checking Accounts, she had to wait until warrants were issued at the end of the month.  I think everyone owes her a big thank you. If you or your bethel owes for any of these items, please send your payment to the Grand Secretary before you recess for the summer.
There is one other thing I want to make Grand Council aware of.  Last year, this Council voted to purchase a laser printer for the Grand Treasurer’s use since the Grand Treasurers have always used their own equipment. 
Well, that didn’t happen.  I did go shopping and found I couldn’t fit a laser printer on my personal roll top desk. So, instead I just replaced my own personal printer that I was using for Job’s Daughters with a small printer and paid for it myself.  I’d like to reserve the purchase of the laser printer for the future.
In closing, I’d like to thank Vickie Cooke, Bill Biggs, Kathy Wiekhorst, the Executive Council and the Finance Committee for the support and assistance this past year.  It’s been my pleasure to be a part of the Executive Council and to serve as your Grand Treasurer.  We will make every effort to continue to keep Wyoming Job’s Daughters finances on the right path.

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CAV COORDINATORS REPORT

2016-2017

Seven Certified Adult Volunteer classes were held this year.  The classes were held in Cheyenne on Sept. 10, 2016; Rawlins on October 15, 2016; Casper on December 18, 2016; Evanston on March 30, 2017; Cheyenne on April 1, 2017, Laramie on April 30, 2017 and Gillette on May 20, 2017. Out of these seven classes 15 people have received their CAV certification and 3 became certified for the second time.

Once again I will report that we have only three trainers in Wyoming.  They are Terry and Kathy Wiekhorst and Ron Siekert.  All are very busy with their other obligations but are very generous with their time to travel the state doing the training.  Since we are relying on just these three trainers we ask the cooperation of the Bethel adults requesting the training.  Please get commitments from those who wish to be trained and make sure there is a sufficient number requesting training to make the trip worthwhile for our trainers.  They cannot go to each Bethel and train just a couple of people.  They donate their time and gas to go to each training.   Also, it is our policy not to hold training for just one or two people.  Part of the training is the interaction between participants and we feel that is lacking with only two people.  We will be discussing this during our Grand Session.

I continue to send out at least two reminders for your renewal.  Some renewal dates that fall at the first or end of the month will get three notices.  I can’t send you a renewal notice if I don’t have a correct email address.  If you change your email address and don’t notify me the notice may go to an address you are not checking, so it is important to notify me of any changes.  If you have any questions about your CAV status you have to contact the Supreme Office yourself.  Their privacy rules do not allow me to call with questions on anyone’s CAV status except my own.  I can give you your CAV number if you forget and I can also give you your renewal date.  I can’t however fix it if you forget or are late getting your renewal in to the Supreme office.  The Supreme office will do a renewal 90 days in advance.  If you do not provide an email address I will mail you a reminder and a copy of the renewal form but that will be the only reminder you will receive.

If you have any questions about whether or not an adult can participate in Bethel activities without a CAV card please speak with the Grand Guardian, one of the Trainers or myself.  A good rule of thumb is that if someone is in any way chaperoning or working with Job’s Daughters in any capacity they must be a CAV.  Please remember that the purpose of Certified Adult Volunteers is to protect our Daughters and our adults.  The JDI insurance requires this certification to cover us for all activities.

Again I want to thank our three trainers Kathy, Terry and Ron.  From your input and the evaluation forms we receive they do an excellent job.  If we didn’t have trainers in Wyoming we would probably only be able to have one class a year from an out of state trainer and we would have to pay all their expenses.  So when you see these three people please give them an “appropriate” hug and thanks!

The members of the Jurisprudence Committee would like to thank Grand Guardian Vickie Cooke and Associate Grand Guardian Bill Biggs for the opportunity to serve this Grand Guardian Council for the past year.  
	The Jurisprudence Committee did receive two requests for standing rule changes from Bethel 50 in Cheyenne.  The requests were made in proper form and did not conflict with any other rule of this Grand Guardian Council or the Supreme Guardian Council.  The standing rule changes were approved and are not within the scope of this Grand Guardian Council for their consideration. 
 	The following are the proposed amendments submitted to and through the Jurisprudence Committee to the Wyoming Job’s Daughter Grand Guardian Council for their consideration. All amendments were submitted to the Jurisprudence Committee in proper form. 

1.)

Grand Bethel of Wyoming :
	 This Bylaw:   WY-B-BETHEL 3, Article VI OFFICIAL REGALIA Section 2(b)-Wearing of Regalia, Now reads as follows:
	“Badges of the Grand Bethel of Wyoming and of the Supreme Bethel may be worn with the official robes and capes. No other jewelry or pins of any kind may be worn.”

Changed to read:
B-Bethel 3, Article VI OFFICIAL REGALIA, Section 2(d) – Wearing of Regalia
	“Jewelry worn with official robes shall be limited to regulation membership and/or officer’s jewels, awards, a wrist watch and one additional piece of jewelry in keeping with the regalia of our Order and approved by the Executive members of the BGC. (see SI 14.24 and  SI 11 6, Art XII, Sec 2 (d))
SI-14.24 – “Provide other instructions regarding wearing of jewelry with official regalia. (See B-Bethel, Art VI, Sec 2(d) and SI-11, Art XII, Sec 2 (d))”
SI-11, Art XII, Sec 2(d) – “ Jewelry worn with official robes shall be limited to regulation membership and/or officer’s jewels, awards, a wrist watch and one additional piece of jewelry in keeping with the regalia of our Order and approved by the Executive members of the BGC. (See SI 14.24)

Rationale:   Bringing in line from Wyoming Bylaw to Supreme Bylaws.   The Grand Bethel has voted at a meeting during Grand Session on June 17th, 2016 that we remove the Wyoming Bylaw of not being able to wear other jewelry to then fall under Supreme Bylaws to be able to wear a watch or fitbit and one additional piece of jewelry in keeping with the regalia of our order.

The “Book of Job” is a book everyone can learn from, we believe that you have took the lessons of Job’s Daughters and have applied them to your own life. Section 4. Other Committees
After each Annual Session, the Grand Guardian shall appoint the following committees and such other committees as are necessary for the transaction of the business of the GGC for the ensuing year.
(a) Courtesy Committee shall be composed of three (3) members, one of whom shall be a Past Grand guardian or a Past Associate Grand guardian, whenever possible. The duty of this committee shall be:
(1) To assist in extending courtesy to visitors and members in attendance at the GGC Annual Session and at other times when occasion permits:
(2) To report on courtesies extended others at the GGC Annual Sessions.
 
      (b) Credential Committee shall be composed of four (4) members. The duty of this Committee shall be:
​(1) To carefully examine and pass upon the credentials of all persons claiming membership in the GGC or the right to vote therein.
​(2) To collect the registration fee from any adult who is not pre-registered, and the GGC fees.
​(3) To prepare a complete list of all delegates present and entitled to vote, and file the same with the Grand secretary as soon as practicable after the Annual Session convenes.
​(4) Accept credentials not later than eighty thirty (8:30) a.m. on the day when the election is to be held, to entitle the member to vote in the Annual election of officers.
 
      (c) Location Committee shall be composed of three (3) members.  It shall be the duty of this Committee to:
​(1) Consider invitations and submit recommendations for location of the Annual Session two years in advance to the GGC for action thereon.

This year’s donations to HIKE before Grand Session included donations from 2 Bethels, 2 memorials and one individual.  These donations came to a total of $475.00.
A silent auction was held at Grand Session again this year.  Bethels 1, 3, 7 and 19, Jada Timmons, JMWJD, Beckie Arwood, PGBG, Sarah Dike, PMWJD and I donated baskets and items for the silent auction.  Formals were also donated from Kerri Lewis, Nan James and others.  $759.50 was collected which included the silent auction, formals, some sales from miscellaneous items and donations.  Thank you to those who donated, bid on the different items and bought formals.  The Daughters had a great time trying on formals once again.  Hannah Shenefelt, GBHQ had each Bethel decorate a toilet brush and then the brushes were voted on, this activity netted $166.51.  Sarah Dike had a Norwex party with 25% of sales going to HIKE, this party netted another $153.75.  Total for Grand Session was $1079.76.

We will make plans for the award presentation as soon as we hear from HIKE.  Let’s do our best next year to be able to match the amount of the award.

MEMBERSHIP-JOBIE TO BE

Dear Grand Guardian Vickie, Associate Grand Guardian Bill and GG Council,
Our Membership Committee this year, which consisted of Hannah Shenefelt, GBHQ, Bailey Crompton and myself, continued with the promotion idea that was done last year. Our goal was to promote membership and focus mainly on the girls who are doing the work of bringing in new members. Hannah gave the girls who sign petitions a gift at their Grand Visit for everyone to witness. If an initiation occurred that wasn’t a during a Grand Visit, the girls were mailed a gift to be presented to them during a meeting or presented with one at their Grand Visit if the Visit occurred shortly thereafter. 
It is with GREAT pleasure that I tell you Wyoming initiated 30 girls into Job’s Daughters from Grand 2016 to May 23. Last year during the same span of time, Wyoming initiated 34 girls. After doing all the math involved with subtracting the amount of girls lost to Majority, Demittal, etc., Wyoming GAINED TWENTY THREE NEW girls!!! Whatever is being done by the councils and their girls, PLEASE keep up the good work!  
With this being said, most of the girls we did lose were lost to Majority or Demittal due to moving out of the state, NOT loss of interest, which means retention in our Bethels has been strong- again PLEASE keep up the good work, we are doing things right to keep our girls in and interested and therefore reaping the benefits Job’s Daughters offers.
Bethel #7 came out of Reorg this year, a Bethel that has roller costered greatly with Membership since I was a young Jobie. Bethel #3, who came out of Reorg last year and Bethel #50 both have full floors in their Bethels.   
We gave out a total of 23 prizes for 30 petitions signed (one came in without a signature). Each are named as they deserve the recognition. The girls who signed one petition were Rhiannon Allison, Taeryn Hallman, Jade Weaver, Ella Bybee, Avey Jesperson, Morgan O’Neill, Iona Beasley, Shilia Hallman, Becky Padget, Madison Turney, Chloe Maddox, Terissa McClure, Caeley Terwilliger, Punky St. John, Erin Darlington and Marissa Grice.
Girls signing two petitions included Jessica Miner, Dolores Neumiller, Makenzie McIntosh and Kate Dickenson. 
There was one set of two girls co-signing one petition; Iona Beasley and TJ Benisch and one set of two girls signing four petitions: Kylynn And Bethany Derringer. 
Kylynn and Bethany were the winners of the Membership Award for Most Petitions signed and it was split among them-$50 bill each. I also would like to point out that Kylynn joined Jobies in the Fall of 2015 and signed three petitions last year as well.
Awards were given to every individual girl who signed a petition as I mentioned previously and also were given for membership this year were given in three different categories: the Bethel with the greatest per capita increase (State Membership Award), the Bethel who initiated the most girls, and the girl who signed the most petitions.
The awards were given as follows:
· State Membership Award: Bethel #50 Cheyenne with a 80% increase-they were presented with the traveling plaque, engraved with their Bethel number and the year.  
· Bethel #50 Cheyenne also initiated the most girls (8)-they were given a $50 bill for promotion in their Bethel.
· Kylynn And Bethany Derringer from Bethel #50 signed the most petitions (4) together and each was given a $50 bill.
Awards were/will presented at the Award Banquet on June 15, 2017. I spent approximately $150 on all the gifts, postage and plaque plates. Plus the $150 on 3 awards. Last year at Grand we handed out 15 blank petitions to Jobies to distribute to new prospects. I have some to hand out this year again as well.
There were three girls initiated in the Fall Term that went on to sign one and even two petitions in the Spring Term; a prime example of how important giving the gift of Jobies can be to just one girl. 
Plans for 2017-2018 include: I admit I’ve been lax this year as I am finally beginning to figure out this position, but I as I will be working closely with the Membership and Promotion Committee- Erin Jespersen and I have already been in communication with one another about changes and improvements to be made, including who serves on the Committee and I will be receiving a budget at last this year. We are also changing the rules and girls WILL NOT be allowed to co-sign petitions or, if they do, they will be counted differently. I hope to continue to recognize those who sign petitions and also keep encouraging the girls to sign and share the gift of Jobies with those around them! I hope to keep in better communication with the Bethels for ideas and to encourage them. Here at Grand, I have blank petitions for the daughters to take and give. As always, I am open to suggestions and ideas from each of you.
Finally, I would like to thank the Guardians for your prompt responses to my various texts and emails. And yes, you can expect that again in the coming year, so I thank you in advance.

· Practice Escort, Introductions, and Honors at EVERY meeting. The HQ needs to be ready for visitors. Have someone ‘stand in’ for certain offices close to your Grand Visit so the HQ can get names and titles correct. 
· Email a list of the offices the girls will be exemplifying one week before your Grand Visit. If there are last minute changes we can make them, but we need to know ahead of time which girl is performing in which office. 
· We have very talented girls in Wyoming- utilize your own Bethel girls as much as possible. If you need to ask for help from Bethels near you, please ask early enough so the girl(s) helping have time to memorize their part. 
· LEARN YOUR MUSIC
· As lovers of all music, we want to hear your voices! The music for our ceremonies often enhances or reiterates the stories told. A new initiate will be much more impressed with the ceremony if girls know the words to the songs and sing them without looking bored.
· Honor Bethel
· Honor Bethel is a way for us to recognize exemplary ritual work from our Wyoming Jobies. Daughters are selected for Honor Bethel during Grand Visits. Some things we are looking for when selecting Honor Bethel:
· Letter perfect memorization
· Perfect floor work
· Positive demeanor, good posture, and attentiveness to the meeting
· All daughters are eligible for Honor Bethel in ANY office which they perform during Grand Visit. 
· One advantage to learning multiple parts for Initiation is that you learn more about the ritual quickly. If you have a smaller Bethel, one suggestion is to install girls into offices that have ‘work’ each regular meeting- Custodians, Recorder, Treasurer, Librarian, Chaplain, and Guards. Many of these offices don’t have long initiation parts and girls can learn a messenger part for initiation in addition to their regular office. 
· We would like to meet with the Bethel Guardian Councils of each Bethel after the Grand Visit Meeting. Some items we will be covering:

Ritual Competition-2017

Ritual competition was held on Thursday, June 15, 2017, at Wesleyan Church in Sheridan, WY.
44 daughters registered and 39 competed in 13 categories including: Senior Princess, Junior Princess, Guide, Marshal, Chaplain, New Member, and Story of Job. 2 daughters competed for Betty Smith, Ritualist of the Year.
There were three divisions available in each category: Novice for girls who were attending their first Grand Session and had never competed, General for girls who had competed before but had not placed, and Purple for girls who had placed in prior competition. There were also three age groups available for each category and division, 10-13, 14-16, and 17-19. All Daughters were required to take an open book written test and have their robes judged.
Daughters competed on a schedule which was posted on the door for each category.  
While daughters took their written tests, we held the judges meeting. Once the girls completed their written test they changed to begin the oral Ritual recitation and robe judging. Awards were presented Friday evening, June 16th at the Awards dinner prior to the Miss Wyoming and Jr Miss pageants. Certificates were made for all Daughters competing and were included in each daughter’s envelope along with the Daughter’s score sheets and written tests. 
After much discussion it was determined that Bill Smith would like to continue to support the competition for The Betty Smith Ritualist of the Year award.  We had 2 contestants that did exemplary work, with the award going to Indica Gallo. 
Thank you to all of the judges that volunteered their time to listen to the Daughters.

On Sunday June 4, 2017, the cheerleaders and parents meet at Terry and Kathy Wiekhorst’s house in Green River, Wyoming for a barbeque and practice.  The following daughters were present Alex Henderson, Erin Henderson, Shara Beth Aaron, Morgan Crompton, GBJP Isabel Polidora, GBHQ Hannah Shenefelt, GBSP Natalie Ramirez, MWJD Joelene Ramirez, Kiaya Johnson, and Kendra Lewis. The cheerleaders received their uniforms and cheer shirts, practiced cheers, and fixed the list of cheers that they would be performing at the Shrine Football Game.  
The next day, June 5, we caravanned to the Shrine Hospital in Salt Lake City, Utah.  We were able to take pictures with several of the statues and give Bethel 7’s blankets and sock animals to the hospital before our tour.  The daughters had their tour at 9:30 am before the football players arrived.  We did have to have 2 groups as there were other Shriners and Lady Shriners who joined our tour.  We were able to see a new section of the hospital that is a time line with picture and captions about the hospital and school since it began.  It was nice to have the tour before the football players arrived as people could leave right after lunch to head home.
The girls were able to take pictures with the football teams on the lawn.  Once pictures were done, the daughters handed out rubber bracelets to the football players that would later be used to organize the football players, daughters, and adults into smaller groups.  
Everyone made their way to the Activity Center for an introduction.  This year the hospital had their patient ambassador’s lead 4 small groups.  Half of the people in the Activity Center ate lunch and the other half went through the 4 small groups. I even got be an outfielder when my group got to play baseball.  I feel that the football player and daughters learned a lot more this way than watching the movies. 
There was also a football player from the North who broke his collar bone and was able to have his collar bone pinned and plated during our visit to the hospital.  This was the first time that a football player was able to receive care from the Shrine Hospital during a visit.  He had his surgery and was able to go back to Casper on the bus with the football team.  Everyone parted ways about 12:30 pm and were able to get home at a decent time.  
Shrine Football Game
On Friday June 9, the cheerleaders met at the Parkway Plaza at 1:00 pm for a practice and those daughters who did not have their uniforms received their uniform and cheer shirts.  The girls left to get dressed in their formals and we met in the lobby of the Parkway at 4:00 pm for pictures.  At 5:00 pm the daughters started selling the programs for the Shriners.  Two of the daughters also took tickets at the door once the doors opened at 6:00 pm.  
The banquet started at 7:00 pm and we had a lovely dinner of prime rib, mashed potatoes, mixed veggies, rolls, salad, and dessert.  After dinner, we listened to speeches from a Shrine Hospital Patient Ambassador, the President of the University of Wyoming Laurie Nichols, and then the cheerleaders were introduced.  After the conclusion of the banquet, the daughters sold more programs.
On Saturday June 10, the girls met at City Park for a practice at 8:45 am for pictures and another practice.  The daughters then had some time to relax before the parade started at 10:00 am.  The daughters threw candy as they walked in the parade.  The girls were able to have to some down time before we had to meet at Natrona County High School to sell more programs at 12:30 pm.  The daughters were introduced with their escorts starting at 1:15 pm and the game kicked off at 2:00 pm.  
The girls cheered their heart out for both the North and the South teams even though most of the team wanted to cheer for the South the whole time.  The North beat the South 49 to 7.  After the game, I received all the uniforms back and have them washed and ready to pass on for next year.  The pom-poms are located in the dressing room at the Casper Bethel.  Bill also had coolers filled with ice so I could put Gatorade and water on ice for the daughters. 
The best way to communicate with the daughters was through Facebook. I created a Facebook Messenger group where I sent all communication to the girls.  I also added all of the Trustees so they were informed as well.  I was also able to see who had read the messages by looking at the tiny icon.   Only 11 girls out of the 14 were able to attend the banquet and cheer at the game.  
This year the cheer captains choose to do Popcornopolis as their fundraiser.  They raised $622.00 with the popcorn (as of June 17, 2017).  I still have several tubes of popcorn available to sell.
I spent $17.63 on hair bow materials, $18.72 on Gatorade, and $70.80 on candy for the parade.  I gave $40.00 to Kelli Johnson for half of her room for the Shrine Bowl and $8.00 went toward her cheer shirt since the girls decided that those who fundraised would be able to spend part of the money for motel costs and cheer shirts. I spent $36.89 to send popcorn to Kelli Johnson and $25.41 in postage to send out Shrine Bowl Adds to the daughters.  I spent a total of $217.45 of my personal money.  
I also wrote a check for $40.00 to Shara Beth Aaron for half of her motel room for the Shrine Football Game.
