GRAND GUARDIAN'S REPORT
Erin Jespersen, GG

To the Wyoming Grand Guardian Council: 

First, I would like to thank Kathy Wiekhorst. And I don’t think that Thank You quite does it. This woman took on a task last summer that seemed almost insurmountable to both of us after our meeting with Supreme Jurisprudence. Reformatting our entire Constitution and Bylaws was a daunting task. I know Terry was literally her right-hand man and they work so well together. I helped for one day. That’s it. And I was exhausted. She also answered every question I had, forgave me when I made mistakes, and was always ready to help when I asked for anything.

Second, I would like to thank Joan Means. Now, I am married to a banker and CPA, which means I know absolutely nothing about money and am eternally grateful to not have to file my taxes. Joan answered all of my financial questions this year and more. She has been my second mom since I was Jobie while her sons were in DeMolay. She is always ready to give me advice and her calm demeanor always makes me smile. She and Kathy are a fantastic team and Wyoming Job’s Daughters are so lucky to have them. Please join me in thanking these two fantastic women. 

Thank you to all of our Grand Officers and Committees for serving with us this year. We know many of you were new to this experience and we thank you for taking the plunge and hope that you had fun. Thank you also to the Grand Bethel Trustees. Your work with our daughters was outstanding and we should all be very proud of the Grand Bethel girls this year.

My year as Grand Guardian of Wyoming began at Installation in Sheridan on June 17, 2017.  I would like to thank all of the Installing Officers, Grand Officers, and especially the Wyoming Job’s Daughters for making the first day of the new Jobie year so special. 

My first official trip was to summer Camp at Camp Story in July. The new Grand Family bonded over the game of Bananagrams and our mutual love of competition. The Jobies cleverly wrapped the adult cabin and cars in Saran Wrap on the first night, foolishly thinking there would be no retaliation. Unfortunately for them, the adults have a bit more experience with pranks and zip-tied all of their belongings together during the campfire. Adults-1, Jobies-0. Thank you to Linda for putting on a wonderful camp!

Supreme Session began VERY early on July 29th, but the group of 13 travelers were troupers and we had a wonderful 8 days in Pennsylvania. We went to a Phillies Game, to NYC to see the Statue of Liberty, Ellis Island, and the 9/11 Museum, and to Hershey Park. We watched the girls compete in Ritual Competition where they put all the Ritual teams in one category, saw Morgan O’Neill and Avey Jespersen both win 1st place in their Performing Arts competitions, cheered on Morgan Crompton in the MIJD pageant (where she was more excited NOT to win so she could come home with us), and burst with pride as each of our daughters participated in Supreme Bethel Installation as Installing Officers, Officers, and Representatives.

The rest of the month of August was very busy, beginning with the OES Grand Chapter Informal Opening, where Natalee, Morgan, and Kylynn represented our Order very well with their remarks. The next week the whole Grand Family gathered at the Annual Communication of the Grand Lodge of Wyoming where the girls again represented Job’s Daughters beautifully. Natalee and I both traveled up to Douglas for the State Fair parade, where we joined forces with Bethels 1 and 7 to pass out Jobie fliers and crown charms in the hope of getting some potential new members in Douglas. 

Regis and I went to Laramie in September during one of their casual meetings to talk with their council and daughters about promotion and how they wanted to run the year while still under reorganization.

October marked the first of our Grand Visits in my original Bethel- #3 in Rawlins. This is a healthy Bethel with a strong Council and great ritual work. They had a major complication this year, as the Masonic Temple was without heat for several months during the winter; but everyone made the best of it, meeting in homes and still maintaining the integrity of the Bethel. 

The next visit was Bethel #20 in Torrington. This is another healthy Bethel and Council with excellent ritual work. This is one of many Bethels with members who live in several different towns. Bethel #20 has girls in Torrington, Lingle, Yoder, and Morrill, NE.  This Bethel had 4 seniors graduate this year, which has left a big hole. The girls are working hard to gain new members and keep the enthusiasm up. 

We visited Sheridan #5 October 21 and found a group of daughters dealing with the extremely difficult situation of a Bethel whose membership and Council extend into northern Wyoming and Montana. Sheridan has members living in Worland, Cody, Dayton, Ranchester, and Sheridan. We talked with both girls and Council about promoting their Bethel in Sheridan and tried to help them brainstorm ideas. They love to get together and often have slumber parties the night before meetings. Unfortunately, attendance at meetings was low enough that the Bethel is now under reorganization. The girls and council are trying to navigate the process the best they can. Regis, Linda, and I went back to Sheridan in May to touch base, answer questions, and lend support.

We visited Douglas Bethel #1 on October 29th. This was a bittersweet visit as several girls from around the state had planned to attend to help initiate 2 new daughters. Unfortunately, those daughters decided not to join at the time. We still had several travelers come, and with a stand-in initiate, the Douglas girls were able to put on their first meeting in almost a year. Douglas had two members at the time (one in college and one a Senior in high school in Lusk); and Regis and I had to deliver the very painful news to the Bethel and Council that we were going to have to close the Bethel if they did not initiate more girls by June 1st. To date, Douglas has initiated four new girls, 2 just three days ago, and have legitimate Jobies-to-bee and parents willing to help. While they are not out of the woods yet, Bethel #1 is growing and remains open.

November brought us Fallapalooza and the Supreme Visit. Our Supreme Guardian Shelly Cole, Supreme Bethel Honored Queen Aimee Bright, and Supreme Bethel Guardian Jan Boyer joined us for the weekend. We had about 75 people for games, a wonderful Grand Bethel Meeting presided by Natalee, an afternoon of cleaning homes and yards of several Green River residents, movie night and swimming at the hotel with popcorn provided by the GG (as payment for leaving my mascots carelessly unattended), and a beautiful church service before heading home. Sadly, just two days later our Grand Guide Kerri Lewis passed away unexpectedly. Her passing left not only a hole in our Grand line, but also in our hearts. Monica Ramirez, PGG graciously agreed to protem the rest of the year, and has done a beautiful job. 

In December I took Avey to Gillette for an initiation, and to Green River for a regular meeting while we were visiting my brother and his family in Rock Springs. It was wonderful to see both Bethels in an ‘unofficial’ capacity, and to see that Green River was staying strong together after losing Kerri. 

We tried a new event in the Winter Masonic Family Celebration, held in Casper February 2-3 at the Masonic Temple. We had 60 people attend from the Masons, OES, DeMolay, and Job’s Daughters. We enjoyed ‘getting to know you’ games on Friday night and then a day of games, puzzles, food, and fun. I hope this type of event can continue in some capacity and strengthen the Wyoming Masonic Family. 

The next week brought us to Laramie #2 and Cheyenne #50 for more Grand Visits. The girls in Laramie are a close group who enjoy being together. The Council has been through some challenges, with work schedules of Council members conflicting with meetings and events. This Bethel is working on getting into the community with service activities. They continue to be under reorganization and are finding it difficult to recruit new members. 

Cheyenne #50 continues to grow and is very healthy. They have a strong council who works well together. With a large Bethel comes different challenges, as they have many young girls and are dealing with their Senior Princess moving to another state. The GG and AGG of Colorado, with their GBHQ, MCJD, and several other Colorado Jobies and adults attended the meeting. We had a great time with our friends to the South and they stole one of Kylynn’s giraffes and let him tour Colorado. She had to go to Ft. Collins to retrieve it, and came back with the GBHQ mascot in return.

February 17th was the Grand Visit in Evanston. This Bethel is small but very strong. They showed us excellent ritual work and a strong desire to grow. The Council is extremely supportive and has the best interests of the Bethel at the forefront of their minds. Unfortunately, with only six girls in regular attendance, Bethel #19 also went under reorganization. Regis and I walked them through the process and they have been doing a great job of keeping in touch and asking questions. Evanston and Green River do several activities together throughout the year and I hope this connection will continue and help both Bethels grow in membership. 

February 18th we visited Green River #48. This is a young Bethel with great ritual work who also has membership in multiple towns. There are girls from both Rock Springs and Green River. Though the towns are less than 20 miles apart, they have different school schedules to consider when planning events. The Council is strong and willing to help the Bethel grow.

March 10th was our visit to Casper #28. These girls are enthusiastic and not afraid to communicate with each other and their Council. There were some concerns the daughters brought to us, and hopefully they are now on the road to healing and growth. The Council is dedicated to guiding the daughters in their work and I’m sure the enthusiasm and hard work from this Bethel will propel them to success.

Our last visit was in Gillette and Bethel #7. This is another Bethel with girls scattered across several miles. The girls live in Gillette, Moorcroft, Upton, Recluse, and Sundance. They do great ritual work and we helped them brainstorm some ideas to gain membership and work with the distance between members. We also got to see a few of them a lot this year as they traveled to almost every Grand Visit with us! Steve Juhala, our Grand Chaplain, along with Shannon Weaver and Susie Miner, were excellent chauffeurs. Steve instituted the Facebook roll call and if any of you have traveled this year and are on Facebook, you know it was a requirement to check in when you got home safely. A great tradition was started and I hope to see it continue.

In April we headed to Spring Fling in Cheyenne. This marked the second Grand Bethel meeting of the year. Again the girls did a fabulous job with their ritual work and Natalee ran a smooth and organized meeting. Her leadership inspired our state to rise to the challenge and truly put on fantastic meetings. I know that Cassi will continue putting emphasis on ritual work as well. In addition to the Grand Bethel meeting we got to participate in the first ever Wyoming Jobie JeoParody! competition, hosted by our very own Jeopardy! Alum, Regis Michelena. The girls had a fabulous time and Regis had to remind them of the quiet rule for the game a couple (or 50) times. We sent the girls on a scavenger hunt around the temple to find Bethel 50s mascot, Opus the penguin, and had a duct tape and trash bag outfit competition. We spent the night in the temple, which was an adventure unto itself, and left exhausted but smiling the next morning. 

I traveled an estimated total of 10,716 miles this year; 3116 in the air and an even 7600 driving. The breakdown of my miles is attached to this report. 

Here are the things I learned from the year; both good and needing improvement:

1. We now have four Bethels under reorganization. This is NOT a death sentence, but each Bethel needs to use that status as a means for growth. Getting ‘comfortable’ IS going to run a Bethel out of existence. Getting new girls into Job’s Daughters isn’t always easy, nor is it comfortable. Keeping them is even harder.
0. With enthusiastic young ladies and determined adults, we can help bring those Bethels up to a healthy status. 
0. Linda is assigning a Deputy for each Bethel this year. We haven’t had these in a while, because of our smaller numbers. However, the Grand line has been discussing this and feel that with the many miles of distance between Bethels, having a Deputy nearby to answer questions, drop in to a meeting or activity, and just be a liaison with the Grand Guardian will be a positive step toward keeping all of our Bethels thriving.
1. All of the major concerns Regis and I dealt with this year (and thankfully there weren’t very many) were caused by adults. All of them. This is frustrating to me because I feel like every Grand Guardian before me has said these same words, and yet every year we get the same result. 
1. I don’t have a solution to this problem, except to say that we have got to put aside our own desires and egos if we are to keep Wyoming Job’s Daughters alive. I am a person who tends to take things very personally. I know this can get in the way of progress, and work every day to take a step back when a problem presents itself and look at it from an outsider’s point of view. None of us are perfect, but if we as adults refuse to communicate with each other, give and take constructive criticism respectfully, and learn to listen- REALLY listen- to our daughters, we will find ourselves without Bethels to Council. 
1. Good ritual work is on the rise. Regis and I had some lengthy discussions about Honor Bethel this year, which was the result of the work everyone has done in encouraging pride in our ritual. One thing I know without a doubt, and you could all probably say it with me, is that the meetings go much faster and smoother when the girls know their work. This leaves time for more fun and fellowship, and I have seen more smiles than tears after meetings this year. This does not mean we have no more work to do, but I am encouraged to see our daughters start to take some ownership for their ritual work. 
1. Girls are traveling again! After the first half of the year, noticing that we had 2-6 Bethels being represented at each visit- and all of them at Fallapalooza!- I wanted to do something to encourage girls to continue to travel around Wyoming. Steve Juhala gave me the idea of passports. So- I spent the second half of the year handing out passports to girls, who are catching on and getting ‘stamps’ when they visit other Bethels. I hope Linda and Paul continue this idea, since I think it’s starting to catch on.
1. Prospective Members Clubs- please ask about these. Lander is trying to start one in the hope of getting the Lander Bethel reinstituted. Sarah Dike is trying to get together some adults for a CAV class in order to get this group going. I hope to help her however I can, as it would be wonderful to have a Bethel in that part of the state again.

In closing, I have to say that I don’t think I’ve ever been without this organization. Since the age of 11, Job’s Daughters has played a central role in who I am today. The titles are nice, but the experiences and lessons I have learned as a daughter and an adult have influenced me beyond anything I could have dreamed. And sorry, everyone, but I’m not going anywhere. I have more to learn, more to teach, and I have two daughters who are starting their journeys through this amazing organization. 

Thank you for providing another wonderful chapter in my Masonic book. Thank you for trusting me with the welfare of this state for a short while. It has been an unforgettable year and I hope that everyone who holds this position in the future feels as blessed as I do to have been to be your Grand Guardian.

ASSOCIATE GRAND GUARDIAN'S REPORT

It has been a privilege and a pleasure to serve Wyoming Job’s Daughters in this role for the past year. This organization has a vibrant membership and many dedicated adult volunteers, and I will be forever grateful for this opportunity.
A summary of my travels follows:
Jobie Camp, Camp Story, July 14-16
Supreme Session, King of Prussia, PA, July 29-August 5
Grand Lodge AF&AM of Wyoming, Cheyenne, August 13-15
Bethel 3, Rawlins, October 8	
Bethel 3 set a high bar for subsequent visits. The council was very organized, and the work they put in with the daughters was clear to see.
Bethel 20, Torrington, October 15
Another strong bethel with good council coordination and involvement.
Bethel 5, Sheridan, October 21
Bethel 5 is small in number and covers a large geographic area with both daughters and adults living hours apart. Having been unable to hold meetings due to lack of quorum, Bethel 5 was placed under reorganization. The books were not available for review during the visit.
Bethel 1, Douglas, October 29
The candidates that had been planned for had to back out, but daughters from several bethels still came to Douglas to put on a mock initiation for the visit and did an especially beautiful job. During discussion with the members and council following the meeting, it was decided that Bethel 1 would be closed if membership was not up by May. As there are prospective members in the Guernsey area, the possibility of moving the bethel to Guernsey were discussed. Fortunately, Bethel 1 has been able to add members and it is my sincere hope that they will continue to grow and remain an active part of Wyoming Job’s Daughters.
Fallapalooza/Supreme Visit, Green River, November 10-11
Masonic Family Weekend, Casper, February 2-3
As a first attempt, this casual weekend event went very well. As much as we all love meetings and formality, it’s important to facilitate fellowship in more relaxed settings such as this. I hope that this will continue in the future and help strengthen relationships between members of different Masonic bodies.
Bethel 2, Laramie, February 10
The daughters of Bethel 2 are capable of solid ritual work, but they and their council seem to be too comfortable staying in reorganization. The Bethel Guardian was unable to regularly attend meetings due to her work schedule, and the council was in some degree of disorder as a result. The Grand Guardian and I did our best to facilitate discussion to coordinate duties in the Guardian’s absence, as well as to encourage efforts to grow the bethel before the current membership graduates and closes the doors on an empty bethel.
Bethel 50, Cheyenne, February 11
The membership of Bethel 50 is on the whole young and enthusiastic. The older members are providing excellent role models for their sisters, and the council was organized and communicating well. They also gifted me with a lobster bucket, my unofficial mascot (as explained during my remarks during the opening).
Bethel 19, Evanston, February 17
Despite being small in number, the members of Bethel 19 put on a meeting and initiation ceremony with no pro-tems. Though it has historically been very strong, membership in the bethel is ebbing and Bethel 19 is now under reorganization. The girls are motivated to rebuild, and with the continued support of their local Masonic organizations I believe they will succeed.
Bethel 48, Green River, February 18
The sudden passing of Kerri Lewis has certainly shaken the members and council of Bethel 48, but they are resilient and continue on. Both the girls and the adults seem to be adjusting well.
Bethel 28, Casper, March 10
Bethel 28 has struggled with council leadership this year, to an extent that required intervention by myself and the Grand Guardian. It should be noted that the council remains dedicated. Despite their understandable frustrations, the girls displayed commendable work during their visit.
Bethel 7, Gillette, March 11
Like Bethel 5, the girls and adults of Bethel 7 are relatively far flung. The girls are very dedicated to the Bethel, and look forward to seeing each other at meetings. The council members here are also dedicated, and recent growth in the bethel is bringing new participation into the council.
Spring Fling, Cheyenne, April 6-8
Over the course of the year, I was constantly encouraged by Grand Bethel Honored Queen Natalee Ramirez, Miss Wyoming Job’s Daughter Morgan Crompton, and Jr. Miss Wyoming Job’s Daughter Kylynn Derringer. These three young women are as good of representatives of this order as you can find anywhere, and I consider myself extremely blessed to have gotten to spend the year with them in my capacity as Associate Grand Guardian.
Grand Guardian Erin Jespersen and I decided to promote Masonic family unity this year, and I feel that if nothing else, we have seen some resurgence of energy and unity among the girls of the state this year. Nearly every Grand Visit had visiting girls that weren’t part of the Grand Family on the sidelines if not filling in on the floor. While individual bethels and the state as a whole have their struggles, there is no shortage of light to guide us forward. I can only hope that we, both individually and as a collective council, will follow it.

The packets will be available for each Bethel on Saturday to be picked up by your Bethel Guardian. Council certificates will be there for your Bethel’s Guardian Council Installation. Please remember to pay your bethel back
For your council dues if you are serving on the Executive council.  The girls should NOT be paying your way. Please keep a copy of your annual reports, Bethel Guardian Reports and council Recommendations in a file.  This is a great point of reference, assisting you with Masonic heritage, CAV numbers, etc. This will also save me from scanning your last year’s copy to you. Also please realize that the Council Recommendation form has two pages for the VGG and one for the Grand Secretary. I do not have these forms still from two bethels.  Please make sure you list the correct address.  This will insure that anyone needing to send you anything can look in the directory and have the correct address.  Mistakes do occur, however we try to be as intentional, so our girls don’t suffer from our mistakes in not meeting deadlines.  Speaking of this issue… Kathy Winders, PGG, left me with excellent instructions to follow each month to accurately do my duties as Grand secretary. GRAND TREASURER'S REPORT

Joan Means, PGG

Grand Guardian Erin, Associate Grand Guardian Regis, and Members of the Grand Guardian Council:

As of May 31st, all bills have been paid and the Grand Treasurer’s books balance with the Grand Secretary’s books.  The books have been audited. 

 A special thanks to Marge Christensen for auditing the books again this year in the absence of the Finance Committee Chairman, Kayleen Logan.   Marge has agreed to perform this audit for the last few years even though she is no longer a part of the Finance Committee.

This year has remained very much the same as last year with a few exceptions that I would like to point out in the Grand Guardian Council checking account.  The balance in our checking account at year end was $8,971.93 which is $771.62 more than the ending balance last year.  While this may sound like a win, we still have a negative balance of $-1,604.85 in the General Fund. The deficit grew by $439.86.

When I ran a comparison to the previous year to see why this deficit had grown, a decrease in a few accounts made up the majority of the deficit. Noticeable, there was a decrease in Annual Report Income of $592.  We also had the Supreme Visit/Fallpalooza expense this year of $459.99.   Last year no Supreme Visit Expense was posted.

Unfortunately, another contributor to the rise of the General Fund deficit is the Vice Grand Guardian’s Project.   As of the year end closing, we had not recorded income or expense for this project.  Linda did report at the Executive Council Meeting that the project was completed and the net profit will be about $700.  This is Grand Council’s only money-making project.  We would ask in the future it be completed early in the term before the Vice Grand Guardian and Vice Associate Grand Guardian get wrapped up in planning their term, working on bethel visitation schedules and council recommendations.  We further encourage all Council Members get behind the project.  The Daughters should not be asked to participate in this project.

 We were fortunate to have an increase in Council Dues and Dues paid by individual members of the Grand Guardian Council for a combined total of $155.  This tells us that that more people have either joined our councils and/or possibly more voting members have decided to get involved again.  Grand Session was successful last year; therefore, Grand Session Income increased by $150 and due to your generosity, Donations also increased $352.  These increases helped to offset the decrease in the General Fund.  

This brings me to a couple of items I’d like to make you aware of.  I know we have discussed the Bethel Two-Thirds Projects several times over the years. First of all, I want to make you aware that the Two-Thirds Projects are required by 
Supreme during each Honored Queen’s term. Secondly, when we do receive those funds from your bethel, the funds are split evenly between the Educational Fund and the Promotion Fund NOT General Operating.  This means the funds directly benefit the Daughters!  I think there may be a misconception about how the funds from the projects are used.

While I’m on the topic of the Educational Fund, many of you may remember we made a positive change to the Educational Fund account.  It no longer is a fund where we loan money to the Daughters that they have to pay back.  It is now a Scholarship Fund with conditions that can easily be met.  Please go back to your bethels and encourage the Daughters to apply for this scholarship.  As you can see, the fund balance is currently at $8,912.37 which is the largest portion of our checking account.

Lastly, I want to remind everyone that if you receive a check from Grand Council, please negotiate it within the year it is written.  We made it our policy a few years ago that if a check isn’t negotiated within 2 years, it will be voided.  Don’t lose out on any money that you are owed.

In closing, I’d like to thank Erin Jespersen, Regis Michelena, Kathy Wiekhorst, the Executive Council and the Finance Committee for the support and assistance this past year.  This has meant a lot to me. It has been my pleasure to be a part of the Executive Council and to serve as your Grand Treasurer.

2017-2018

Three Certified Adult Volunteer classes were held this year.  The first class was held on December 16, 2017 in Torrington with Ron Siekert as the Trainer.  Three people were trained and 1 CAV trainer in training attended.  All three received their CAV certification.  The second class was held in Casper on March 25, 2018 with Kathy Wiekhorst as the Trainer.  Two people were trained and they both received their certification.  On May 22, 2018 the third class was held in Green River and was led by Kathy Wiekhorst.  It is too soon to say if both of them have received certification. In each instance several people expressed interest, Kathy as Grand Secretary sent out several notices to encourage people but circumstances just weren’t in our favor.  I feel that making sure we are able to offer at least 3 classes every year in different parts of the state should allow us to train all who are interested.  Thank you Kathy, Terry and Ron for always being available and willing to travel our state and encourage adults to get involved with the Fairest in all the Land!

At this time the notification method for renewal is still that I will send you at least two reminders.  I can’t send you a renewal notice if I don’t have a correct email address.  If you change your email address and don’t notify me the notice may go to an address you are not checking so it is important to notify me of any changes.  If you have questions about your CAV status you have to contact the Supreme Office yourself.  Their privacy rules do not allow me to call with questions on anyone’s CAV status except my own.  I can give you your CAV number if you forget and I can also give you your renewal date.  I can’t however fix it if you forget or are late getting your renewal in to the Supreme Office.  The exciting new development this year is that you may renew your card online.  Some have already done it and have had very few problems.  I can’t give you first-hand information because mine is not due until October but you can get step by step directions on the JDI website. 

Thank you again Kathy, Terry and Ron for helping us to keep the CAV program running so smoothly in Wyoming.  From the evaluation forms I receive you are doing an excellent job and we really thank you for your selfless dedication to our Order.  Again, I want to remind you that these three people do this without pay.  If we had to have trainers from out of state come for our classes we would have to pay all their expenses so please let them know how much they are appreciated!

This was an exciting year for HIKE in Wyoming.  Last June at Grand Bethel I received an email stating that we would be receiving a HIKE award for a 3 year old boy in Cheyenne.  In August we presented a $3500 check to Brock for a personal FM system.  The FM system will assist Brock in all aspects of his daily life.  It will enable him to hear and understand speech better in difficult listening environments.
In February a second award was given to Loren, a 19 month old from Casper, during the All Masonic Weekend.  Loren’s award was also for a personal FM system.  The FM system will give him the opportunity to hear better and improve his language skills.
I sent a letter to the Daughters in the fall challenging each Bethel to raise $1000 for HIKE.  Bethel 1 met the challenge.  Thank you Bethel 1!  This spring a second challenge was made for our HIKE wishing wall.  A wall was made with 200 envelopes numbered from 1 to 200. Dolly Maxwell for Bethel 25, Nancy Pedro for Bethel 4 and Karen Bard for Bethel 15.  More than twenty five percent of the envelopes (62/200) were filled before Grand Session.  And I am proud to say that my granddaughter, Madeline Dike, a Jobie-to-Bee, raised $1000.00 for HIKE.
This year’s donations to HIKE before Grand Session were $3880.13.
A silent auction was held at Grand Session again this year.  Bethels  No. 1,3,7 and 48, Sarah Dike, PMWJD and I donated baskets and items for the silent auction.  Formals were also donated from Bethel 19 and many others.  $2158.29 was collected at Grand which included the silent auction, formals, some sales from miscellaneous items, wishing wall envelopes and other donations.  Thank you to those who donated, bid on the different items and bought formals and filled envelopes.  The Daughters had a great time trying on formals.   A couple more donations were received after Grand Session.
	Thank you Erin and Regis for the appointment as HIKE chairman this year.  It was an honor and privilege to be able to do this.  It was so exciting to be able to give two awards this year and I believe this really inspired the Daughters to work harder to raise funds for HIKE. Total funds sent to HIKE from Wyoming for this year after Grand Session was $7500.00 as of June, 30, 2018.  Thank you everyone for your generous donations.

Dear Grand Guardian Erin, Associate Grand Guardian Regis and GG Council,
Our Membership Committee this year, which consisted of Natalee Ramirez, GBHQ, Morgan Crompton, MWJD and myself, continued with the promotion idea that has been done the last couple years of giving each girl that signed one or more petitions throughout the year, a gift and recognition at Grand during Formal Opening. Our focus was mainly on rewarding the girls who are doing the work of bringing in new members.
Wyoming initiated 24 girls into Job’s Daughters from Grand 2017 to May 31/Grand of this year. Last year during the same span of time, Wyoming initiated 30 girls. We also decided, this year, to bring back the tradition of recognizing girls who bring people into other masonic bodies such as DeMolay, Masons and Eastern Star. We had one girl (to our knowledge) who brought a Mason in this year. We asked that if there were (or are) others unbeknownst to us who had brought in someone into another Masonic body, to please make us aware as we will send them a prize (on my dime) and acknowledge them as well.
We gave out a total of 16 prizes for 24 Job’s Daughters petitions signed and one for the girl who brought in a Mason. Each are named as they deserve the recognition. The girls who signed one petition were Annie Cooke, Katalina Crain, McKenzie McIntosh, Katie Cuthrell, Katelynn Ott, Kylee Brooks, Tillie Merchant, Holly Lake, Kylynn Derringer and Marissa Grice. 
Girls signing two petitions included Avey Jesperson, Morgan O’Neill, Madison Turney and TJ Benisch.
There was one set of two girls co-signing one petition; Kylynn Derringer and Madison Turney. 
One girl, Natalee Ramirez, signed three petitions.
And one girl, Cassi Cole, signed four petitions. 
Shara Aaron received the award for bringing in a Mason. 
Following the presentations at Formal Opening, I was approached by Jade Weaver’s mom who explained Jade had gotten a DeMolay in, in South Dakota where they’re starting up a Chapter and she was given a gift as well.  
Cassi Cole was the winner of the Membership Award for Most Petitions signed. The awards given included a t-shirt saying “Membership Princess” and a thank you note. Cassi and Shara both received a shirt saying “Membership Queen.” 
We also gave a monetary award of $40 each for two different categories: the Bethel with the greatest per capita increase (State Membership Award), which was Douglas Bethel #1 by 200%! And the Bethel who initiated the most girls, which was Cheyenne with 9 initiates.
Four of ten of the Wyoming Bethels increased in membership rather than decreased or maintained. 
Rounding up, I spent exactly my $250 budget on the cash prizes, notes, t-shirts and plaque plates. Having a budget was nice this time. Co-signing petitions didn’t happen much this year. I want to emphasize that the girls who truly bring in the girls need to be the ones signing the petitions, not just whoever. I understand that some new members come in with no “recruiting” from the girls or from several girls recruiting but regardless credit should go to who it is due.
I struggled greatly getting a response regarding Membership from a couple of Bethels and to this day I have not heard from one of them. I would like to thank the Guardians that did respond to my various texts and emails. For future reference, if you receive the same Membership paper work in your Grand packet or something similar, when you complete your annual report at the end of the Spring Term, simply fill out the Membership stuff at the same time. Kathy and I’s numbers have never matched up and that is discouraging as if they are different, that means my numbers may be affected and there may be awards being misgiven.

Grand Visit Expectations
· Have fun, but BE PREPARED! The girls will be nervous, but much less so if they feel they are ready for visitors to see them shine.
· Practice Escort, Introductions, and Honors at meetings. The HQ needs to be ready for visitors. Have someone ‘stand in’ for certain offices close to your Grand Visit so the HQ can get names and titles correct. 
· Email a list of the offices the girls will be exemplifying one week before your Grand Visit. If there are last minute changes we can make them, but we need to know ahead of time which girl is performing in which office. 
· We have very talented girls in Wyoming- utilize your own Bethel girls as much as possible. If you need to ask for help from Bethels near you, please ask early enough so the girl(s) helping have time to memorize their part. 
· LEARN YOUR MUSIC
· Music Director please help the girls learn the words to the music. The music for our ceremonies often enhances or reiterates the stories told. A new initiate will be much more impressed with the ceremony if girls know the words to the songs and sing them without looking bored.
· Honor Bethel
· Honor Bethel is a way for us to recognize exemplary ritual work from our Wyoming Jobies. Daughters are selected for Honor Bethel during Grand Visits. Some things we are looking for when selecting Honor Bethel:
· Letter perfect memorization
· Great floor work, square corners, please don’t drag or shuffle your feet
· Positive demeanor, good posture, and attentiveness to the meeting
· All daughters are eligible for Honor Bethel in ANY office which they perform during Grand Visit. 
· One advantage to learning multiple parts for Initiation is that you learn more about the ritual quickly. If you have a smaller Bethel, one suggestion is to install girls into offices that have ‘work’ each regular meeting- Custodians, Recorder, Treasurer, Librarian, Chaplain, and Guards. Many of these offices don’t have long initiation parts and girls can learn a messenger part for initiation in addition to their regular office. 
· We would like to meet with the Bethel Guardian Councils of each Bethel after the Grand Visit Meeting. Some items we will be covering:
· Paul will check the Guardian Secretary and Guardian Treasurer financial books. 
· Paul will check the Minute book for the BGC
· Please hold monthly BGC meetings and have your Guardian Secretary take notes at each meeting. This is your record of decisions made for your Bethel.
· See the page regarding instructions for Guardian Treasurer and Guardian Secretary regarding the financial books. 
· If you have any questions about your Grand Visit or about ritualistic work, please feel free to call. It’s better to ask for clarification ahead of time. 
· We would like to meet with the Bethel daughters before the Grand Visit Meeting to answer questions and help relieve jitters. 






General Information:
Director of Epochs: Please take some time to work with the girls on their parts.  You may also be the one to look at them while they are in their robes and can see if they are the correct length, have hose/knee highs on and how their shoes look.  Talk to the girls and decide on a signal of when they need prompted.  (The chaplain may need to wiggle her foot as her signal.)  The others might be making eye contact with you.  Also cover correct pronunciations of difficult words and names.  If there are more than three prompts, it is okay to give the girl a ritual for the rest of her part.

Music Director:  Even if you do not play an instrument you can be the Director of Music.  Each Bethel should have a CD of the songs to fall back on.  Please work with the girls on learning the words to the songs.  Maybe work on one song before each meeting until you get them all covered.  You can also use other songs in various places during the meeting.  This is a way to bring in some more modern music and keep the girls paying attention.  

Bethel Treasurer: We know you will work closely with the Bethel Secretary on the financial books.  If there is a question or problem, please bring in the Bethel Associate Guardian.  You can also call Joan Means for guidance.
If you are lucky enough to have a girl who has the office of treasurer, please take the time to explain how our process goes and why we do it.  She should be reading off the report, bills and receipts.  

Bethel Secretary:  Please work with your daughter secretary on taking notes.  There is a form with blanks in the order of ritual business that can be used to help them.  We also would like you to take notes to help fill in any blanks she has.  Teach her to read the minutes and communications with her head held up, paper up, not down on the desk so that her voice carries out into the room better.  She also needs to get comfortable asking for clarification if she can’t hear someone say something or needs something repeated so that she can get to right.  Then when she writes the final copy you should check it over and make sure what she has and what you had match.  

Director of Paraphernalia: Please work with the daughters so that they know how to set up the bethel and can do it without you if needed.  Read the details in the ritual for proper placement of items and chairs.

Associate Bethel Guardian: You are here to support the girls and the Guardian.  Please also be willing to speak about what your bethel is doing at your other meetings.  If they are doing a fund raiser or working an event, please help spread the word.  Invite other masons to the bethel meetings to meet the girls.

Bethel Guardian:  You are the glue.  You will need to work with everyone on the council, the top five girls and the rest of the bethel.  If your bethel is large, a calling/texting tree works well. (Call me if you want this explained.)  I like this better than a group text because it gets everyone actively involved in the reminders, not just passively reading the reminder, and maybe responding.  Delegate to the rest of your council (if you have enough to do that.)  The guardian should not have to be present at every single event.  

ALL Adults:  Please, Please, Please, keep to the meeting schedule as much as possible.  Get into a routine of getting together twice a month, so that it becomes ingrained in everyone’s mind, and schedules.  If you don’t have enough girls to open the bethel for a meeting, or if your guardian can’t make it, but you do have CAV adult who can be there it is okay to get together and play games, practice songs, practice the marches…etc.  

When the Vice Grand Guardian/Assoc. Vice Grand Guardian does their fund raiser and asks for your help, this is one of the very few fund raisers that the girls do not do. This is to help fund the Grand Guardians year and she needs your help.  

When your bethel does your council recommendations the adults in the council are to stay in the room while the girls are voting.  You are to monitor that the girls are not lobbying for or against specific adults.  Also please remember that you are not to say anything in support of or against adults, not point out that someone is or is not CAV certified.  The girls can write down anyone they feel would be good in the position.  Let the Grand Guardian do what she can to sort it out.

Thank you so much for allowing me to be a part of the Junior Miss Wyoming Job's Daughter Pageant.  It was quite nostalgic to help with the pageant – I actually won this pageant in Torrington quite a while ago!

Prior to Grand Session each of the three contestants received three emails regarding details of the competition.  I met with Kylynn and her mom, Marti, in Cheyenne about six weeks before Grand Session.  It was then I knew how much fun chairing this pageant would be!

The Junior Miss activities began at 11:00 Thursday morning with a “Meet and Greet” hour-long event.  Kylynn Derringer, Junior Miss Wyoming Job’s Daughter 2017-18, graciously hosted the first half of the event by having the girls play a couple of games, then we started the stage practice.

The rest of the competitions (written test, oral messenger part, personal interviews and regalia juding) took place from 1:00 – 3:00.   The written test consisted of a multiple choice, true/false, fill in the blank and short answer questions that were designed to test the contestants' knowledge of the ritual.  The test covered only that information which is in the ritual.  For the oral ritual competition, each contestant was instructed to recite the Second Messenger's initiation lecture.  While in her official regalia, each contestant was instructed to have her regalia judged according to the guidelines set forth in the Bylaws.  Finally, each Daughter participated in a five-seven minute personal interview with three judges.  The judges were instructed to ask each contestant the same questions to allow for continuity in the scoring.  At the conclusion of these events, the judging sheets were submitted for tabulation.

The final event for the Daughters was the stage appearance competition that took place Friday evening.  Each contestant was introduced by Kylynn Derringer, Junior Miss Wyoming Job's Daughter 2017-18 with a short biography that was compiled from a resume submitted prior to Grand Session.  During the introductions and a known question, a panel of three judges awarded points based on the contestants' poise, appearance and speaking skill.  

Next, the awards were made.  The highest written Ritual test award was awarded followed by the highest oral ritual part.  At the request of Kylynn, Each award was a certificate and a king-sized Skittles and Hershey bar!  

After all the points were tabulated, it came time to announce the winner of the 2018 Junior Miss Wyoming Job's Daughter pageant.   Due to only having three contestants, we only announced the winner.  Jr. Miss Wyoming Job’s Daughter 2018-2019: Lola Armajo.

The winner received a candy bouquet, a sash, and a check for $50 .

At the close of the pageant, each contestant was given their test and judging sheets from each competition.  The Daughters all seemed to enjoy their experience and I know what a great impact it can have on a young girl!  

There are several people I would like to thank for their help with the pageant:  Maria Criswell for making the sash.  Personal Interview & Stage Appearance judges were Kate Morrison (local youth pastor in Torrington), Marge Christensen and Joan Means.  Thank you to the ritual judges, regalia judges, test tabulator, Margie George, pianist Mary Harshberger, and tabulator, Trenda Weisshaar.  I would also like to thank Aubree Jones, for her efforts in coordinating the two pageants.  Kylynn was such a delight to work with, as well as her mom, Marti.  Working with such fun people really alleviated the work load.

Financial Report: (see attachment)

 I was given a binder of information (mostly from 2016) as well as electronic copies from the 2012 pageant.  I have purchased a jump drive to start compiling this information from year to year.  For next year, I strongly recommend to working with the Miss Wyoming Pageant closely – that was a valuable asset.  I would also encourage the pageant chairperson use as many of the “regular” judges and times as possible.  I found that allowing contestants to compete in more than just the pageant was easy to work around.

Grand Guardian, Associate Grand Guardian, Distinguished Guests and Grand Council,
Kerri and Terry made some suggestions after last year’s competition which we tried to implement this year. We moved the deadline to May 31 to allow more daughters to have some awareness of their summer plans. We tried to encourage Miss and Jr Miss to compete as well and this didn’t work as well as planned. The Miss and Jr. Miss took their own tests rather than ours, so we didn’t have a score for test – thereby eliminating the possibility for them to win an award from us.
 At the registration deadline we had 41 individual registrations, 1 for Ritualist of the Year (ROY), 4 Story of Job, 2 Royalty Teams and 1 Messenger Team. The ROY competitor did not end up competing in all categories required so we just converted her verbatim scores to individual contests. One Story of Job contestant ended up placing first in her division, while two withdrew.
We chose to adhere to guidelines implemented by our current GG and AGG when they were in this position, allowing minimum scores for each placing competitor. Overall for individual categories we had 12 1sts, 8 2nds, and 10 3rds. The messenger team earned a second place and both Royalty Teams tied for a first place. 
We made certificates for all participants using the new Wyoming Branding from Supreme. Score sheets for verbatim, ritual judging and appearance as well as the test are included in the packets being sent home with each bethel. 
We would like to thank all volunteers who judged for us and our runner who helped so much. We want to extend extra thanks to Ray Miner, Paula Henderson and Deidre Wilson – our family who helped before, during and after the competition. Ray spent many hours updating and revising spreadsheets for us as did Craig. Paula and Deidre judged robes, sorted and sifted data and entered it into our spreadsheets. They lugged, taped, and distributed signs too. Bethel 20, Torrington helped by setting up rooms and guiding us around for our own signage additions. 
Having learned a lot this year, we have several suggestions for the next Grand Marshal.
1. A chaperone from each bethel should come to sign in girls. If that person could register them we could be more assured of correct category for tests. Also that person should periodically check in on their bethel’s contestants to encourage them to get into their testing room on time.
2. Team competition and Miss and Jr Miss judging need at least 3 judges each. This is a bit unnerving for new judges so it’d be nice if we could have some “more experienced” judges assigned to these categories.
3. Miss and Jr Miss used our testing area which worked well logistically. However, their tests were different, which made them unable to be competitors in our ritual contest. This needs to be figured out to continue. Also, I didn’t realize they wanted us to help judge their verbatim until the day of competition. Clarifying that earlier would have made it easier to schedule them and would allow time for seeking more judges to work on those teams.
4. Grand Family Girls had a neat suggestion. Perhaps winners of the Ritualist of the Year and maybe even Story of Job Winner could get a traveling sash or something to encourage that good work to continue.
5. Counting the words for each part ahead of time and revise tally sheet to help judges calculate results using the word count for percentage. This was either unclear to judges or just too much work so we had to do that ourselves for a lot of them.
6.  Look at team competition score sheets and match to spreadsheets for ease of use.
7. More judges would have been nice. Then we could have had some help with scoring tests and running for score sheets, possibly allowing those uncomfortable being judges another task and letting more comfortable judges to judge. Especially for the Miss and Jr. Miss Pageant and Teams – perhaps we need to ask those pageants to provide a couple judges each as well?
8. Unless you really change the test, why not leave the year off? That would make it easier to recycle leftover tests and waste less paper. If using same test year to year, may consider if want to send home their tests or not.
9. I think supplies of medallions are probably sufficient, however some light colored copy paper will be needed for tests.

Thank you for your confidence in us as we served in this capacity. We remain humbled by the trust placed in us and we eagerly look forward to continuing to serve our daughters,

Thank you for your support during my year at Grand Bethel Guardian.  This year has been a year of fun and hard work.

SESSION COMMITTEE REPORT-2018
JoDee Mendez, Michelle Brooks

Session planning started in early 2016 as we prepared to submit a bid during Grand Session in Casper.  We contacted several local caterers and the local school district to tentatively set up plans and outline costs.  Once our bid was accepted serious planning got underway.  We began outlining themes and plans for decorations, seating, and meals. After the 2017 Grand Session in Sheridan we were certain of the Grand family and their colors, themes, and mascots.  We were able to use all of these as we moved forward with plans.  We immediately contacted the school district to secure a location.  Although we had set up tentative plans with them previously, they did not respond, and we were left waiting for a sure location dependent on summer school decisions.
	With the location out of our control, we began to work on other details including finalizing plans with caterers and purchasing materials for decorations.  We used caterers we have working relationships with including: Cottonwood Catering by Terri Luttrell, Mollie Duncan, Pizza Hut, Dominoes, Main Street Market, Kelly’s Super, and Wal-Mart.   Planning also included reserving blocks of rooms at local hotels including the Holiday Inn Express and America’s Best Value Inn.  We contacted local businesses and the Chamber of Commerce to secure donations and coupons for session bags.  
We decided to switch some things around with the schedule making it more condensed and having the main activities in only three days (Thursday, Friday, and Saturday). We networked with local Eastern Star Chapters Torrington #22 and Sunflower Chapter in Mitchell, NE as well as Torrington Lodge #29 to provide a BBQ for those with longer distances to travel who were arriving early on Wednesday evening.  Thursday and Friday, we provided lunch and dinner.  Saturday, we decided to provide lunch since this can be a hectic time trying to get back and forth between meetings and pictures for installation.  Pizza Hut and Dominoes were kind enough to donate the entire cost of the pizza.
We finally heard back from the school after several months of attempted calls, emails, and meetings, notifying us that we could use Torrington Middle School for our session headquarters as summer school would not be beginning until July.  We then attempted to meet with school personnel several times and were finally able to secure a meeting on the Monday before Grand.  We had several hoops to jump through with the central offices as well when they declined our first submission for insurance and declared that it was unacceptable.  We requested a modified form from Supreme which was finally accepted.  Once we were actually able to meet with TMS employees they were very accommodating and willing to provide us with anything we needed.  TMS custodial staff were excellent to work with and went above and beyond to make sure the session ran smoothly.
Over all we spent $4,957.70 on food and meal supplies.  We spent $1,459.37 on decorations, other supplies, and location costs.  Based on bylaw requirements we also paid $500.00 to the MWJD Pageant, $250.00 to the Jr. Miss Pageant, $500.00 to the Supreme Messenger Team, and $1,232.00 to the Grand Guardian Council for fees collected from registration ($11 per person).  Our expenses for Grand planning came to $6,417.07 plus the bylaw required fees of $2,482.00 bringing our overall total to $8,899.07.
We felt that planning early allowed us plenty of time to overcome obstacles and reduce any potential stress during the actual week of Grand.  We informed daughters and parents early that we would be planning work days throughout the year and notified them of supplies we would like to be donated.  Reaching out to the community early allowed them plenty of time to organize their own resources and provide us with business contacts, discounts, and donations.
We liked the session condensed to three days and felt that there was still plenty of time for all activities as well as the “down time” we have heard requested during previous sessions. This was made more feasible by having all activities in one building which cut down on potential travel time between events.  This allowed for activities to start on time with minimal delays if any. We already had a “Grand Session” bank account set aside from previous sessions and had $2,900 to use as seed money.  We recommend that future sessions have similar starting funds and set aside a portion of the profits from the session for future use if possible.  Using a separate “Grand Session” bank account is helpful as well. Even with the delayed communication with the school, early and continued contact allowed us to work through potential barriers.
	We are lucky to have a wonderful bethel with adults and daughters who are always willing to help and work when necessary.  This lightened the workload for everyone involved even with a few later evenings.
	We had 106 people registered prior to Grand Session with 7 more paying registration fees upon arrival.  Of these 55 were Job’s Daughters with one Jobie-to-Bee and 57 were adults.  It is helpful when people register on time so caterers can be given correct numbers. Luckily we provided “cushions” to our caterers and had plenty of food available even with the late registrations.
	I personally recommend not being eight months pregnant during Grand Session in 90-degree weather, but overall, we felt planning and implementation went well and enjoyed our time.  Thank you for the opportunity to host Grand Session 2018 in Torrington, WY.
