STATUS AND NATURE OF OPERATIONS

The Vision Healthcare Foundation (The Foundation) was incorporated on October 19th, 2022 under
Section 16 of the Company Act, 2017, and has been issued a license under scction 42 of the Company Act,
2017, as a not-for-profit on September 30th, 2022, The Company's registered office is situated at 188-
C/11, Street 119, Sector 12/4, Islamabad. The Foundaton is an organization committed to serving people
with disabiliues 1in Pakistan.

SIGNIFICANT EVENTS OR TRANSACTIONS

There was no significant event or transaction during the period.
BASIS OF PREPARATION

Statement of compliance

These financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the approved accounting and reporting
standards as applicable in Pakistan. The approved accounung and reporting standards as applicable in
Pakistan comprise of International Financial Reporting Standard for Small and Medium-sized Entities
(IFRS for SMEs) issued by the International Accounung Standards Board (IASB) as notified under the
Companies Act, 2017 Accounting Standard for Not for Profit Organizations (Accounting Standard for
NPOs) issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of Pakistan as notified under the Companies Act,
2017; and provisions of and directives 1ssued under the Companies Act, 2017. Where provisions of and
directives 1ssued under the Companies Act, 2017 differ from the IFRS for SMEs or the Accounting
Standard for NPOs, the provisions of and directives issued under the Companies Act, 2017 shall prevail.

Basis of measurement

These financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention method. All the
tran<actions have been accounted for under the accrual basis of accounting.

Functional and presentation currency

The financial statements are presented in Pakistani Rupees, which is also the Foundation's functional

Curn‘lu‘}‘.
Compartive information

The comparative financial statements of the Foundation are for the period from October 19, 2022 to June
30, 2023 as the Foundation was incorporated on October 19, 2024. Therefore, these are not comparable.

SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING ESTIMATES AND JUDGMENTS

The preparation of financial statements is in conformity with approved accounting standards requires the
use of certain criucal accounung estumates. It also requires management to exercise its judgement in the
process of applying Foundauon's accounung policies. Estimate and judgements are continually evaluated
and are based on histone expenence and other factors, including expectanons of future events that are
beheved to be reasonable under the crcumstances. Revisions to accounting estimates are recognized in the
period i which the esumate is revised and in any future periods affected.

However, as of the statement of financial position date the judgements, estimates and assumptions which
are sigmificant 1o the financial statements are disclosed in the respective notes to these financial statements.

SUMMARY OF MATERIAL ACCOUNTING POLICIES
Building and office equipment

These are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation and impairment, if any. Depreciation is charged on
reducing balance basis using rates mentioned in the financial statements. Full year's depreciation is charged
in the year of addition, however, no depreciation is charged on assets in the year of disposal. Normal
repairs and maintenance are charged to expenses as and when incurred.

Trade and other receivables

Trade and other receivables are carried at original invoice amount / cost, which is the fair value of the
consideration to be received less an estimate made for doubtful receivables. Bad and doubtful debts are
written off and charged to statement of income and expenditure.

Trade and other payables

Liabilities for trade and other amounts payable are carried at cost which is the fair value of the

consideration to be paid in the future for goods and services received, whether or not billed to the
Foundation.

Cash and cash equivalents

These are stated at cost and comprise of cash in hand, bank balances and short term investments with a
maturity of three months or less.

Financial instruments

All financial assets and liabilities are recognized in the statement of financial position when the Foundation
becomes a party to the contractual provisions of the instrument, these are initially measured at fair value of
consideration given and subsequently re-measured at fair value or amortized cost as the case may be.

Financial assets or a part thereof is derecognized when the Foundation loses control of the contractual
rights that comprise the financial asset or part thereof. Financial liabilities or a part thereof is derecognized
when 1t is extinguished, i.e. the obligation specified in contract 1s discharged, cancelled or expired.

Off-setting of financial assets and liabilities

Financial assets and liabilities are off set and the net amount is reported in the statement of financial
position if the Foundation has a legal right to set-off the transactions and also intends either to settle on a
net basis or to realize the asset and settle the liability simultaneously.

Income recognition

Unrestricted donations are recognized as income as and when received.

Fund accounting

The financial statements of the Foundation are maintained substanually in accordance with principles of
fund accounting. Under these principles, resources are classified for accounting and reporung purposes
into funds which are in accordance with actvities or objectives specified by the donor.

Untrestricted Funds
Funds received without any restrictions have been classified as unrestricted fund.
Restricted Funds- Zakat

Funds received as zakat are classified as restricted fund by the Foundation in the statement of changes in
accumulated fund. Expenses incurred against such funds are recognized in income and expenditure
account as and when incurred and equal amount of zakat is released in the income and expenditure
Account. Any amount not yet utilized remains in zakat fund shown in statement of changes in accumulated
fund.

General fund

This fund represents funds received for ongoing operations, without any restrictions on utilization, these
funds are recognized as income when received, expenses incurred against such funds are recognized in the
statement of income and expenditure as and when incurred.

Donation in kind/ Deferred income

Donations received in kind of property and equipment are presented in statement of financial position as
deferred income. Deferred income is recognized as income on systematc basis over the useful lives of the
assets.

Taxation

Vision Healthcare Foundation is a not-for-profit organization, therefore, if exemption certificate is
obtained its total income is allowed to get 100% tax credit of their tax payable under any provision of the
Ordinance including minimum and final taxes in respect of income mentioned in sub-section of (3) and
subject to conditions and limitations laid down in sub-section of (4) of Section 100C of Income Tax
Ordinance 2001.

The Foundation has applied for registration with the income tax authorities as a non-profit organization
under clause (¢) of sub-section 36 of section 2 of the Income Tax Ordinance, 2001. Currendy the
Foundation has recorded tax provision at 29% of surplus amount due to non availability of its tax
exempuon.

Provisions

Provisions are recognized when the Foundadon has a legal or constructive obligation as a result of past
events and it is probable that outflow of economic benefit will be required to settle the obligation and a
reliable estimate of the amount can be made. However, provisions are reviewed at each reporting date and
adjusted to reflect current best estimate.
