Opinion polls in recent decades have shown
that high percentages of people believe:

e We are not alone in the universe

e We have been visited by people or some
kind of intelligent life forms from other
planets

e The government is not telling the truth
about extraterrestrial UFOs and visitors

These and other polls also show that people
with more education and intelligence are more
likely to believe UFQOs are real and from other
planets when compared to people with less
education and intelligence.

Following is a sample of polls done on the
general public, pilots, astronomers, youths,
women, and others. They reinforce the more than
500 “whistle-blowers” who have offered to testify
under oath to Congress about the government
cover-up and that we have definitely been visited
by intelligent beings not from Earth.

20% of all those polled believe that aliens walk
among us disguised as humans

40% of those polled from India and China believe
that aliens walk among us disguised as
humans. Both countries have ancient records
of aerial craft and visitors from space.

These opinion polls show belief is growing that
we are being visited by ETs. This is despite over
60 years of lies, denial, and ridicule, by the
government and mainstream news media.

There is more respectful news coverage now.
Why? Because the news media see these poll
results and are less likely to insult and ridicule the
majority of their audience.
