A fine, distinctive rosé 
which deserves its fame

Chenin Blanc, Wide River, Robertson, South Africa     4.95 5.95 22.45  The palate is generously fruity, with an opulent mouthfeel 
and weight, but with a lively crisp acidity. Delicious.   

Pinot Grigio, Amori, Piedmont, Italy           4.45 5.75 19.95  A little more weight and complexity than most, classic citrus notes and a 
well-rounded finish.   

Chardonnay, Ladera Verde, Central Valley, Chile         4.95 5.95 22.45  Fresh, vibrant un-oaked chardonnay with bags of tropical 
fruit flavours.   

Sauvignon Blanc, Perfect Cut, 2024, Marlborough, New Zealand     6.45 7.95 29.95  Bursting with grapefruit notes and 
a lingering steely finish. Perfect aperitif, but is exceptional with spicy dishes..   

Picpoul de Pinet, Terre d’Eole, 2024, Languedoc, France         32.95  Classic Picpoul. Fresh and zingy, with a perfumed, floral 
nose, and an expressive, ripe citrus palate.   

Mâcon Chardonnay, 2023, Domaine Talmard           39.95  Classic style from a top producer. Delightfully fresh and lively with citrus, stone 
fruit and green apple flavours.   
Finishes with a cut of fresh mineral acidity

2023 Pouilly-Fuissé 'Vieilles Vignes', Domaine Gonon, Burgundy, France 65.00 This delightful Mâcon has all the 
hallmarks of good white Burgundy. The texture has a creaminess to it, and there is a   
delicate biscuity note from a good period of lees ageing.   

2024 Sauvignon Blanc, Cloudy Bay, Marlborough, New Zealand. 69.00 The original Marlborough Sauvignon is still excellent. 
Fresh and vibrant on the nose with aromatics of bright citrus,   
orchard blossoms and a fine minerality  

Chablis 1er Cru Vau de Vey, Domaine des Malandes, France 69.00 Third-generation Chablisiens winemaking siblings Richard 
and Amandine Tremblay are at the helm of this exceptional domaine,   

where they combine the minerality, precision and classical style of traditionally-made Chablis with a touch of roundness and expressivity 2022 Auxey-Duresses 
Blanc, Maison Jaffelin 74.00  Very delicate texture and a fine, perfectly-judged balance between creaminess and a slatey minerality and steely crispness.   
The finish is dry and fresh but a with a subtle warmth

Pinot Grigio Rose, Amori, 2024, Piedmont         4.45 5.75 19.95  On the nose it offers an elegant fruity bouquet. On the palate, it is 
silky and smooth,   
with crisp and lingering raspberry flavours.   

Chants du Closeau, Provence, 2024               29.50  Pale salmon pink in colour with a bright, appealing shimmer – luscious and fresh with 
pronoun ced strawberry and red berry fruit.   
Crisp, and dry, but with warmth, ripeness and an exotic, floral perfume.   

Whispering Angel Rosé, Château d'Esclans, 2024, Provence, France     44.95  Whispering Angel has all the refreshing 
elegance, sensual aromas and mouth-watering flavours to meet it.

Pleno Tempranillo Tinto, Navarra, Spain           4.45 5.75 18.95  A mini Rioja. The attractive bright purple tinged colour leads you to a 
nose laden with ripe cherry and a subtle   
hint of spice. The palate has a wonderful roundness.   

Shiraz, Rowlands Brook, South Australia, South Africa       4.55 5.95 22.95  Brimming with ripe fruit and a subtle spice. This 
is a good full-bodied all-rounder.   

Merlot, Ladera Verde, Central Valley, Chile         4.70 6.25 23.95  A great example of the quality and value found in Chile. Vibrant 
plum and damson aromas here with a soft supple palate.   
A touch of spice as well, with a fresh, luscious finish.   

Bourgogne Pinot Noir 'Les Chapitres', 2023, Maison Jaffelin, France 7.65 10.45 35.75  An expressive, polished style 
of pinot with pronounced, crunchy red berry fruit and just a hint of oak.   
Powerful, yet supple on the palate with fine, smooth tannins.   

Rioja Vega Rioja Crianza, 2021, Spain             35.95  Ripe cherry fruit character on the palate with savoury notes combining together 
resulting in a wine   
with notable depth of flavour with a silky finish.   

'Arbouse' Massif d'Uchaux, 2022, Côtes du Rhône Villages, France      38.50  Massif d'Uchaux is one of the 'cult' villages in 
the Côtes du Rhône. A bold, brambly, juicy red with real character and great depth of fruit.   

Reserve Red 75cl  

2020 Selección de Parcelas Malbec, Penedo Borges, Mendoza 65.00  From excellent vineyards in the shadow of the Andes. A 
wine of great expression, intense purplish colour with floral notes,   red fruits and black fruits. Ripe tannins and balanced acidity, with a round long finish  

2020 'I Colli' Chianti Classico Riserva, Bindi Sergardi, Tuscany 67.00  Produced from 20-year-old vines, it has depth, weight and 
character and merits its 93 points from critic James Suckling.   
 Hints of wild cherries.  

2022 Châteauneuf-du-Pape, Galets de Berthaude 80.00  An 80-20 blend of grenache and syrah, this is a Châteauneuf full of pretty 

raspberry and red cherry aromas. Full bodied and rich 2023 'Henry's Seven', Henschke, Barossa Valley 85.00  This shiraz, grenache, 
mataro and viognier blend is a tribute to Henry Evans who planted the first vineyard of seven acres   in the Barossa Vally 1853. Fruit driven Aussie classic, yet with class and 
depth. Excellent wine from a top producer

this has very attractive bottle age, honey, ripe apricots, good length & depth absolutely delicious.

Quinta do Noval 10 Year Old Tawny. 8.00 55.00 This delicious, vibrant port is tawny in colour and has a complex nose of dried fruits and nuts 
with dark fruits that blend with characteristic  dry fruits and spicy aromas. We love it chilled!
