New Testament Reading: 1Corinthians 2:1-10

The Gospel: John 14:21-27

When I came to you, 
I did not come proclaiming the mystery of God to you in lofty words or wisdom.
For I decided to know nothing among you except Jesus Christ, and him crucified.
And I came to you in weakness and in fear and in much trembling.
My speech and my proclamation were not with plausible words of wisdom,
 but with a demonstration of the Spirit and of power, 
so that your faith might rest not on human wisdom but on the power of God.
Yet among the mature we do speak wisdom,
though it is not a wisdom of this age or of the rulers of this age,
who are doomed to perish.
But we speak God’s wisdom, secret and hidden,
which God decreed before the ages for our glory.
None of the rulers of this age understood this;
for if they had, they would not have crucified the Lord of glory.
But, as it is written,
“What no eye has seen, nor ear heard,
nor the human heart conceived, 
what God has prepared for those who love him”
— these things God has revealed to us through the Spirit;
for the Spirit searches everything,
even the depths of God. 

“They who have my commandments and keep them are those who love me;
and those who love me will be loved by my Father,
and I will love them and reveal myself to them.”
Judas (not Iscariot) said to him, 
“Lord, how is it that you will reveal yourself to us, and not to the world?”
Jesus answered him, “Those who love me will keep my word,
and my Father will love them, and we will come to them and make our home with them.
Whoever does not love me does not keep my words;
and the word that you hear is not mine, but is from the Father who sent me.
“I have said these things to you while I am still with you.
But the Advocate, the Holy Spirit,
whom the Father will send in my name,
will teach you everything,
and remind you of all that I have said to you. 
Peace I leave with you; my peace I give to you.
I do not give to you as the world gives.
Do not let your hearts be troubled,
and do not let them be afraid.” 



After the death of her parents, Susanna inherited wealth and property. Instead of living a life of
comfort, she gave her possessions to the poor and freed her servants. She desired to devote
herself completely to prayer and service to God. Because opportunities for women in monastic
life were limited, tradition says that she disguised herself as a man, cut her hair, and entered a
male monastery in Jerusalem under the name “John.” In the monastery she lived a disciplined
and holy life, spending many years in prayer, fasting, and acts of charity.

The monks admired “Brother John” because of wisdom, humility, and dedication. Over time,
Susanna was trusted with leadership responsibilities and became highly respected within the
community. Her life in the monastery continued peacefully for many years until she became
the victim of a false accusation. A visiting woman reportedly tried to tempt her into sinful
behavior. When Susanna refused, the woman accused “Brother John” of misconduct. Rather
than defending herself immediately, Susanna accepted humiliation with patience and trusted
that God would reveal the truth.

The bishop of Eleutheropolis later investigated the accusation. During the inquiry, Susanna
revealed privately to several women that she was female. The bishop was astonished by her
courage and spiritual discipline. Instead of punishing her, he honored her devotion and
eventually put her in charge of helping women in the Christian community, caring for the poor,
and encouraging believers during a time of persecution.

St. Susanna the Judean
St. Susanna the Judean is remembered in Christian tradition
as a courageous and faithful woman who dedicated her life to
God despite severe hardship and persecution. Her story is
especially honored in Eastern Christian traditions, where she
is recognized as a martyr and deaconess. Although some
details of her life come from ancient hagiographies rather
than historical records, her example has inspired believers for
centuries because of her humility, perseverance, and devotion
to Christ.

According to tradition, Susanna was born in the Holy
Land during the reign of the Roman emperor Maximian
in the late third century. Her father, Artemios, was said
to be a pagan Greek priest, while her mother, Martha,
was a Hebrew woman. Even though her family was
divided between pagan and Jewish traditions, Susanna
became interested in Christianity at an early age. She
learned about the Christian faith through Bishop
Silvanos and eventually chose to be baptized. Her
decision showed both courage and determination
because Christians at that time often faced
discrimination and danger within the Roman Empire.



Susanna’s story ends with martyrdom. Tradition states that local authorities demanded that
Christians sacrifice to pagan idols. Susanna refused because of her faith in Christ. She was
tortured for her beliefs but remained steadfast and continued to proclaim Christianity openly.
Eventually, she was executed, becoming a martyr for the faith she had defended throughout her
life.

The life of St. Susanna the Judean teaches important lessons about courage, humility, and spiritual
dedication. She chose service over wealth, forgiveness over anger, and faith over fear. Her
willingness to endure suffering rather than abandon her beliefs made her an enduring symbol of
Christian commitment. Today, Christians who honor her remember her as a woman of deep faith
whose life demonstrated the strength of conviction and the importance of trusting God in difficult
times.

In addition to her spiritual example, St. Susanna’s story highlights the role of women in the early
Christian Church. Her appointment as a deaconess showed that women often contributed to
ministry through teaching, charity, and caring for members of the Christian community. Her story
also reflects the hardships faced by believers during periods of Roman persecution, when many
Christians risked imprisonment or death because they refused to worship pagan gods. Even
though historians debate some details of her biography, the message of her life remains
meaningful to many Christians today. She is remembered as a symbol of purity, faithfulness, and
courage under pressure.
