4.10.5 Emergency Information Dissemination “The Emergency Management Program has developed and maintains a Mass Notification Plan through Everbridge to disseminate emergency alerts and warnings to the public potentially impacted by an actual or impending emergency and to communicate reliably with the population within its jurisdiction.”

County Emergency Management Agencies are given wide discretion for the development and implementation of this plan.  In many instances this may involve formalizing processes that have been traditionally utilized on an as needed basis.  

Minimal recommendations include the dissemination of emergency information for weather or other identified conditions that pose an eminent public risk.  A multi-capability model is encouraged and may include news media, call trees; reverse 911 and 211 technologies, internet capabilities, social media, and other locally identified methods.  Consideration should be included for identified at risk populations and locations. 

Determination of at risk populations and locations is determined locally.  Examples may or may not include hospitals and nursing homes, at risk housing locations, group homes or special needs populations, outdoor venues, campgrounds, flood prone areas, etc.  
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
