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Lewis B. Walls, A Third
Person Account

By Lisa Webb

Gramma always said that when she
was a girl they “got their water right
out of the creek”. That was Anderson
Creek near Eckerty in Crawford County
Indiana on what is now Hoosier Forest
land. But in the 1800s, that creek ran
through land owned by Gramma’s
daddy, Lewis B. Walls.

In our (mother and 1) search for any
tidbit we could find about our Crawford
County ancestors, we came across
some interesting stories about Lewis
B. To start with, in November of 1869,
he and his wife, Sarah Elizabeth
(McKenzie) , platted out a town on that
land by the creek. New Louisville, it
was called (Or should it have been New
Lewisville?). They had heard that the
new railroad was going to be built right
through their property. They must have
been sorely disappointed when the rail-
road missed them by a literal mile. In-
stead of going through New Louisville,
it was built about a mile away, going
right through Eckerty.

It’s amazing to me how people got
around so much in those days. Around
1843, when he was 17, Lewis was hunt-
ing in lowa when he got caught in a

blizzard so severe that his feet were fro-
zen. He had to have part of his legs am-
putated below the knees. Soon after he
was told that he needed another opera-
tion or he would die from gangrene. He
had to have been used to hard living,
being among the early settlers, but its
hard to imagine how he must have suf-
fered. He refused the second operation,
saying he couldn’t stand to go through
itagain. He’d rather die! But, thankfully,
when he was told that an anesthetic was
now available, Lewis agreed to the sec-
ond operation, which was successful.

He learned to walk on his knees wear-
ing leather pads that laced in the back,
behind his knees. He made them him-
self. In later years, he tried to wear arti-
ficial feet and legs, but for some un-
known reason that didn‘t work out.

In spite of being so handicapped, he
was a diligent boy who became a ver-
satile, self-made man. Farming was
probably too difficult because of his
limitations. It would have been hard to
even harness the horses; oxen would
have been even worse. He found other
ways to make a living, though. He
taught school for many years in Or-
ange, Dubois and Crawford counties.
We also know that he taught music,
possibly giving lessons for a fee. He
served as a trustee in Crawford County
in 1868 and again in 1877. He was post-

in its day. With its distinctive I-house
massing — two stories tall and one
room deep — and second floor entrance
directly over the first, it is called a
“stacked” I-house. The house retains
its original decorative window mold-
ing and some original windows (the
rest are broken out), two chimneys, and
a two-story portico. Despite its cur-
rent condition, this house suffers no
alterations to its original design, and
thus garnered an ‘Outstanding,” and
is likely eligible for listing in the Na-
tional Register of Historic Places.

The project was partially funded by
agrant from the National Park Service
and is administered by the Indiana
DNR’s Division of Historic Preserva-
tion and Archaeology.

master at Eckerty for a short time, be-
fore it was called Eckerty. He was also a
merchant who kept a store in the Ander-
son City area, or New Louisville, there
on Anderson Creek ( By the way, Ander-
son Creek used to be called Anderson
River. What happened to it? ).

Lewis B.’s wife, Sarah, must have
been a lot of help to him, that is, when
she had a spare moment from caring for

their eight children, the youngest of
which was my great-grandmother
Nancy Lillie Fannie Walls. She was born
in 1878, three years before her mother
died. Gramma didn’t remember much
about her mother, but my mother can
recall her speaking of her stepmother,
Ann, or Annie. They had one child,
Gramma’s little brother, Jesse, whom
she adored and often spoke of.

There lies a mystery in this story. We
have facts. WWe have my mother’s memo-
ries. And we have an old Bible with
family births, deaths and marriages
hand written by several different
hands. According to official records,
after Sarah died, Lewis married Annie
M. Morgan in 1882. There is no men-
tion of her in the family Bible. Then, in
1883, according to official records, he
married again to MariaA. Morgan. This
union is recorded in the family Bible.
But, Gramma only spoke of Annie.
What is going on here? Could Annie
M. be Annie Maria? And could Maria
A. be Maria Ann? They sound like they
are probably the same person. But,
what about the official records?

They were churchy people , which
was the norm back then. His name ap-

Mr. Yates states that of 600,000 sol-
diers who died in the Civil War,
402,000 died of disease and accidents.
Ofnine members of hisline who died,
7 died of disease and 2 in battles. He
told of one ancestor who losther hus-
band in the war of sickness and 10 days
later lost her baby brother from com-
plications of measles that were left un-
treated. He has done very extensive
research on his ancestors.
