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Sea Island Lake Cottages Homeowners Association
Rules and Regulations

General Rules
1. No common sidewalks, driveways, entrances or passageways shall be obstructed or used by any Dwelling Owner for purposes other than going in and out of the units.
2. The Association shall not be liable for any loss or damage to any personal items left in any Common Area or storage area located on the Common Area.

3. Any damage to the Common Areas or personal property owned by the Association, caused by a Dwelling Unit Owner or the children, guests, employees or tenants of a Dwelling Unit Owner shall be repaired at the expense of that Owner.

4. Nothing shall be done or maintained in any Dwelling Unit or upon any part of the Common Area or Limited Common Area which would be in violation of any law or which would create a nuisance to other Owners in Lake Cottages.
5. All persons shall be properly attired when present in any of the Common Areas or Limited Common Areas.

6. Solicitors are not permitted on the Property without consent of the Board and should be reported to the Association Manager.

7. Parking shall be limited to driveways and garages only and vehicles should not be parked on the street or grass areas.  Street parking may be allowed for special functions owners may have but vehicles cannot remain on the road overnight.  Garage doors should remain closed except when being used for ingress and egress.
8. No baby carriages, motorcycles, bicycles, toys, coolers, or other articles or personal property shall be left unattended on the grounds of the Common Areas and must be stored out of view at all times.
9. Use of rollerblades, skateboards, scooters, or motorbikes shall only be used in Common Areas in a manner which does not create a safety hazard or a nuisance to other Owners.
10. Profanity, undue noise, or objectionable behavior that the Board of Directors may deem a nuisance to other Owners is prohibited.

11. Any unlawful activity or emergency situation should be immediately reported to the Glynn County Police Department.  Any nuisance should be reported to the Association Manager at (912) 638-0877. 
12. Swimming or wading in the lake is expressly prohibited.

Outside Appearance
13. No exterior changes shall be made to the roof or walls of any building, including installation of antennae, wiring, satellite dishes, air conditioning units, etc., except as may be expressly authorized in advance and in writing by the Association.

14. No owner shall display any sign visible from the exterior of any unit.

15. No clothing, laundry, rugs, towels, or any other items shall be hung from or spread upon any window, patio area or exterior portion of a Dwelling Unit or in or upon a Common Area.

Pets and Animals
16. Only household pets shall be permitted in Lake Cottages and are not permitted to run at large at any time.  Dogs shall be under the owner’s direct control at all times by use of a leash not to exceed 10 ft. in length. Owners are responsible for cleaning up after their own pet. Pets shall not be allowed in the pool/spa area or in the lake.  Should a pet be brought into or otherwise enter into the pool or spa area, Owner will be billed for pool and housekeeping service to clean the area.  
Trash and Garbage
17. Disposition of garbage and trash shall be only by use of garbage disposal units or by use of trash and garbage facilities at each Dwelling Unit.  Owners are required to sign up through the Glynn County waste management department for “back door” pick up by calling (912) 261-7100. Trash and garbage containers shall not be permitted to remain in public view and shall be kept in trash rooms at all times.  
18. No burning of any trash and any unreasonable, unsightly or offensive smelling accumulation or storage of litter, new or used building materials, garbage or trash of any other kind shall be permitted within any Dwelling Unit or upon any Common Area at any time.

Vehicles & Access 

19. The designated parking areas are for automobiles only.  Automobiles must have current license plates and be in operating condition.  No auto repairing shall be permitted in the parking areas.

20. Boats, motorcycles, campers, trucks trailers or commercial vehicles shall be stored out of view at all times.
21. Access to Sea Island Lake Cottages is permitted only to Owners and invited guests of Owners including houseguests, tenants, and service providers.  Owners must inform the Gate Security staff of the names of individuals approved for access prior to arrival.  Gate Security staff will not release keys or otherwise grant access to a Dwelling Unit without permission from the Owner.  Tours or other events advertised as open to the public are not allowed within Sea Island Lake Cottages due to limited vehicular access and to preserve the private nature of the development.

Pool/Spa     NOTE:  Pool & Spa hours are 6:00am-DUSK or 9:00pm at the leatest. 
22.  No glass containers shall be brought into the pool area. Any pool toys, etc. brought into the pool area must be removed upon leaving the pool area.
23. Children under 12 must be accompanied by an adult.  

24. There is no lifeguard on duty, therefore children must not be left unattended.
25. No running, boisterous or rough play, shall be allowed in the pool area at any time.

26. Local noise ordinances must be followed; no loud music, noises, or yelling is permitted. Conduct of Owners and their guests and tenants shall at all times be in a manner so as to not disturb other persons using the pool and spa facility, as well as occupants of Dwelling Units.
 

27. Appropriate attire must be worn at all times.  “Cut-offs” are prohibited.
28. Private Parties at the pool are allowed only under the following conditions:  Parties must be scheduled and approved in advance through the Association Manager.  The Association Manager will maintain a calendar of reservations and will inform the Security Gate officer.  Owners will be billed for additional cleanup resulting from a private party
29. Although the restroom and surrounding areas are professionally cleaned on a routine basis, Owners and Owner’s guests are expected and required to assume the responsibility of keeping the areas tidy after use and to report any problems immediately to the Association Manager.

30.  Smoking is not permitted in the pool and spa area.
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
