Rules & Regulations
In order to maintain the appearance and harmony among residents at Sinclair Pointe the following rules and regulations are for your reference.  Your cooperation in abiding by these will benefit everyone.  For additional restrictions please review the Sinclair Pointe Declaration and should you have any questions please contact our management office, Great Oaks Properties at (912) 638-0877.

ALTERATIONS – Any exterior changes to your property must be submitted on an Exterior Change Request form and approved by the Board of Directors prior to the work being done.  This shall include but not be limited to: landscaping, fences, additions, etc.  

LANDSCAPING – All landscaping shall be kept in a neat well maintained condition which shall include but not limited to keeping grass cut, weeds removed, landscaping watered, and shrubs trimmed.   
VEHICLES – No commercial trucks, trailers, recreational vehicles, boats, or personal watercraft are allowed in the subdivision at any time.  Vehicles with commercial signage are only allowed if kept in the garage. 
TREES – No living tree having a diameter of 8”, 4ft. above the base may be cut without written permission. 
TRASH - All garbage cans should be placed on the road NO EARLIER than the night before pick-up day, and returned to the side or back of your building NO LATER than the day of pick-up.  

SIGNAGE – No advertising sign or advertising matter, including political signs are allowed on any lot or on the inside of your windows
PETS - All dogs must be either leashed, under owner control, or fenced at all times.  Any Glynn County animal ordinance laws will be enforced.  Each resident is responsible for cleaning up after their pet.  Please be considerate of other residents by not letting your pet use another neighbor's yard as a bathroom.

NUISANCES – No obnoxious, loud, or offensive activity, and driving too fast through the subdivision, is permitted.  Please be considerate of your neighbors.

EXTERIOR APPEARANCE - Clothes lines, and the hanging of clothing, rugs, etc. are not permitted.  All bicycles, toys, lawn chairs, coolers, brooms, and other equipment shall NOT be stored in front of or on the sides of your home.   The exterior of the house should be kept in good condition which includes painting, pressure washing, etc. when needed.  Basketball goals are not allowed in the street.
RENTALS -   Vacation rentals are not allowed and a 3 month minimum rental period is required.
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
