• The first place you can begin working as a freelance hacker 

are established bug bounty programs. 
• Bug bounties are programs where companies give you 

permission to hack into their systems and report on what 
security vulnerabilities that you find. 

• Some platforms help companies create and monitor these 
programs, some notable examples include bugcrowd and 
Hackerone.

• If you join these platforms as a security researcher you will 
have access to several different bug bounty programs, both 
paid and unpaid. 

• The advantage of going through one of these platforms is 
you don’t have to spend time finding potential clients, you 
can just start hacking. 

• The downside is the level of competition can be high, there 
are many security researchers on these platforms so it can 
be hard to find a useful security bug before anyone else can 
report it.
