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BEER CAN RACE #5
A NIGHT OF ADVENTURE ON THE STRAIT

This week we started off with a minus 0.3 tide at 4 pm. The Benicia Marina lacks the proper
funds for dredging and is slowly silting up. To ensure that we would not be stuck in our slip by
the low tide at race time, many of tonight’s competitors, including the Playpen2, moved to the
gas dock where the depths are a bit deeper. We had quite a raft up of boats at the gas dock,
waiting for the tide to rise so we could get to the start line on time.

Bob Hedrick joined us as guest crew this evening, and we had a little talk about assigning duties
to each crew member in anticipation of having a good spinnaker run on our downwind legs. At
5:30 pm, the raft up at the gas dock broke up, and we headed out to the Strait to get ready for
our 6:10 pm start.

Once we got into the main Strait, we promptly raised the main, and as we were getting ready

to head back to the Committee Boat to check in, we got a message that the Coast Guard reported
a powerboat was in distress and heading into the rocks off Benicia Point. Sure enough, we
looked towards Benicia Point and a power boat named Strummer was heading into the rocks,
and her passengers were wildly waving, looking for assistance. Since we were the closest boat

to Strummer, we dropped our sails and went to see what we could do.

Apparently, Strummer’s engines failed, and she had been set adrift. She managed to drop her
anchor, but she was a few feet away from hitting the rocks, and no doubt would have had some
serious damage if she drifted any further. Our challenge was that the Playpen2 only has an
18-horse engine, and we would have to maneuver factoring in the current and wind pushing us
into the rocks, and to not run over Strummer’s anchor line.

I managed to position the Playpen2 close enough to Strummer for my crew to tie her to our
bow. Then I was able to back the Playpen2 up and Strummer slowly was pulled into safer
waters. The next challenge was for Strummer to pull up her anchor. We managed to pull this
distressed boat in a direction that relieved the tension on the anchor, and in a group effort
Strummer’s passengers were able to slowly raise her anchor and eventually free her so we could
tow her back to the marina.

By this time, it was 15 minutes until our race start time (!), and my expectation was that we
would never be able to get Stummer to safety, and then get our sails set and get to the start line
in time. We managed to pull Strummer to the gas dock, and with the help of a passerby on the
dock tossed Strummer’s tow line to the passerby without stopping, then immediately turned
around and headed back to the race.

We got back to the Strait just as the race started, so we had to raise our main sail again while
being careful not to get in the way of the racers heading our way. We got our sails set and
jammed back to the start line and were only 5 minutes late. Pretty good, considering!

We had a great sail, and despite the distraction of rescuing a fellow boater, managed to come
in 2nd in our fleet. Every race is a unique adventure on the Carquinez Strait, ending with a
gathering of competitors at the Club to share our stories and enjoy the legendary BYC burger.
Make mine a cheeseburger please.
