ROSARY, EVENING PRAYER WITH EXPOSITION AND 
BENEDICTION 

 
 
 

This is the second of a four-part summary of Saint John XXIII’s 
encyclical on social jusƟce, Mater et Magistra (“Mother and 
Teacher”).  John began the encyclical with a review and 
summary of church teaching on this subject from previous 
popes, which was presented a few weeks ago in the first 
summary.  John spends the rest of the encyclical applying 
church social teaching to the contemporary day, the early 
1960’s.      
 

John points out the various advancements taking place in 
science, chemistry, transportaƟon, agriculture, radio and 
television, social security systems, and educaƟon.   At same 
Ɵme, he laments the lack of balance between agriculture and 
industry as well as the disparity in economic wealth 
possessed by different countries.  Another sign of the Ɵmes 
John notes is the peoples of Asia and Africa aƩaining poliƟcal 
independence from their once colonial occupaƟon.   
 

John advocates a wage be paid to workers that enables them 
to live truly human lives and fulfil their family responsibiliƟes.  
He gives these factors in determining a fair wage:  the 
financial state of the company for which one works, the 
effecƟveness of the worker, and the common good of all.  
RemuneraƟon for workers is to be based on jusƟce and 
charity, and not the marketplace or the whim of the powerful 
few.   
 

The right of private ownership of goods is asserted, for it is a 
right clearly sancƟoned by the Gospel.  At the same Ɵme, 
John reminds us that Jesus incessantly invites the rich to 
convert their material goods to spiritual ones by conferring 
their material goods to the poor.   
 

John has a special place in his heart for the farmer and 
laments the loss of farming as a major driving force in the 
world’s economy.  Two main factors causing this shiŌ are the 
aƩracƟve prospect of easy money and a sense of greater 
freedom and enjoyment of all the ameniƟes town and city life 
offer. 
 

He therefore proposes a soluƟon.  ConsideraƟon is to be 
given to suitable development of essenƟal faciliƟes in county 
areas, such as roads, transportaƟon, means of 
communicaƟon, drinking water, housing, health services, 
educaƟon, religious and recreaƟon faciliƟes.  Public 
authoriƟes, for reasons of the common good, ought to 
develop a special credit policy and to form credit banks which 
will guarantee capital to farmers at a moderate rate of 
interest.  John recommends two forms of insurance for 
agriculture: for the product being produced and for the 
workers and their families 
 

So that farmers receive enough income for their families to 
avoid bankruptcy, John advocates farmers be given up-to-
date instrucƟon on the latest methods of culƟvaƟon, and 
have the assistance of experts at their disposal.  Farmers 
should also organize themselves professionally to take an 
effecƟve part in public life, both on the administraƟve and 
poliƟcal level.  As all other classes of workers, agricultural 
workers must always be guided by moral principles and 
respect for the civil law.
