There are several things here to admire, including
the Reception Hall, the Coronation Hall, the Funeral Hall, and the beautiful
Temple of the Emerald Buddha, also known as "Wat Phra Kaew". You can easily
visualize the splendor and pageantry of the past.
Later, you will proceed to Wat Po, home of the enormous Reclining Buddha and
one of the oldest and largest temples in Bangkok.

SANCTUARY (LUNCH INCLUDED)

Drive approximately 1 hour North-West of Phuket Town to Naithon Beach, over
rolling hills, through forest and local farming areas, and alongside picturesque
coastline.  forest and local farming areas, and alongside picturesque coastline. 
8.30 AM Arrive at Elephant Jungle Sanctuary Phuket. Enjoy a welcome snack, sip
tea or coffee, and learn about elephants as you are given an introduction to our
program. Change into traditional Karen clothing and assist with the preparation
of natural dietary supplements for the elephants.  
9.00 AM Meet the elephants. Feed them and administer dietary supplements as
you learn their stories. Play, interact, and take photos with the elephants in a
natural setting. 
9.30 AM Walk a short distance to the jungle and observe the elephants as they
roam freely in their home, stopping frequently to eat any delicious treats the
trees have to offer. 
9.45 AM Mud spa with the elephants. 
10.15 AM Join the elephants in our specially constructed outdoor Elephant 
Shower Room  and cool down as you bathe them. 
10:45 AM Use our facilities to take a (regular) shower, dry off, and change clothes.  
11.15 AM Eat a lunch of traditional Thai food, freshly cooked Pad Thai, and
seasonal fruit, before saying goodbye to the friendly elephants. 
12.00 PM Leave the Elephant Jungle Sanctuary and drive for approximately 1 hour
back through spectacular island scenery.
