Have a conversation with the audience

You are well prepared - relax and enjoy it! Introduce yourself and the subject

: Tell them when they can ask questions
DON'T read from the slides
Try to set up so the laptop is in front of
you
Don’t make up answers to questions
If you don’t know say so and find out.

The slides back up what you say - they

when you rehearse
People will remember:
10% of what they read
