Weather dictates course of fire and if there's going to be a match at all. 
 
Registration at the range:  Range will be open by 8:45am.  Registration will be at the trailer on the 200yd firing line 
between 9:00am to 9:30am.  Registration will cease promptly at 9:30am, late arrivals will be turned away at the 
discretion of the Chief Range Officer.    
 
Eligibility:  Open to the public, i.e. anyone who can legally possess a firearm, or juniors accompanied by an adult may 
compete.  The Chief Range Officer reserves the right to disqualify any unsafe rifle, ammunition or shooter/competitor.  
Two consecutive shots not on paper will result in disqualification. 
 
Equipment: Rifles must be as-issued by the US or Foreign Military. 
  
All rifles must conform to sections 5.1.2 – 5.2.4 & 6.2.1 of the 2025 CMP Games, Rifle and Pistol Competition 
Rules. 

Empty Chamber Indicators and Ear/Eye protection are required of all shooters.

The 200-yard SR target, Rule 4.4.1 a), is used for all stages.

Competitors’ are expected to 
bring a pre-sighted rifle; therefore, after two consecutive rounds fail to impact the paper will be disqualified.

Registration will be at the trailer on the 200yd firing line between 
8:45am to 9:30am OR 12:15pm to 12:45pm. Late arrivals will be turned away at the discretion of the Chief Range Officer.    
 
Eligibility:  Open to the public, i.e. anyone who can legally possess a firearm, or juniors accompanied by an adult 
may compete.  The Chief Range Officer reserves the right to disqualify any unsafe rifle, ammunition or shooter/competitor.  
Two consecutive shots not on paper will result in disqualification. 
 
Equipment: Rifles must be an M1 Garand or an M1 Carbine as-issued by the US Military. 
  
All rifles must conform to sections 5.2.2 & 6.2.1 of the 2025 CMP Games, Rifle and Pistol Competition Rules.

Competitors may 
join the GCA the day of the match in order be considered a valid member. This must be done by going to the GCA 
website (www.thegca.org). Paper mail-in forms are not valid for day-of registration.
