Four years ago, we launched a series of Ger-
man plays in English, mainly from the 1920s,
starting with Hinkemann by Ernst Toller, trans-
lated by Peter Wortsman. This will be followed
in spring 2023 by the drama Hoppla, We're Alive,
also by Toller, translated by Drew Lichtenberg.

Also in 2023: Springtime in America, by Roda
Roda, the first book in a series of Weimar writ-
ers traveling in the United States will come out.

We also publish other writers from the Gold-
en Twenties, most notably Kurt Tucholsky as
well as a biography of the famed satirist: Kurt
Tucholsky: The Short Fat Berliner Who Tried to Stop a
Catastrophe With A Typewriter, by Harold L. Poor.

Hopefully in 2024, we will have another Wei-
mar author ready; Egon Erwin Kisch. The
Prague-born writer based Paradise America on a
road trip from the East Coast to the West, where
he met Upton Sinclair and Charlie Chaplin.

RODA RODA was born in
Moravia in 1872, grew up in
Croatia, studied in Vienna, and
worked in Budapest. He referred
to himself as ,,The poet of Aus-
tria-Hungary*. His satirical play
Feldherrnbiigel was banned by the
censors. He wrote short stories
and funny novels and performed
in cabarets in Betlin and Munich.
When the Nazis took over, he
fled to America. Impoverished,
he died in New York City in 1945.

His contemporary Erich Kaest-
ner called the liberal who fought
the Nazis early on a “small, fat
Berliner,” who “tried to stop a
catastrophe with his typewriter”.
Ultimately, he committed suicide
in 1935 in Swedish exile.
