A. Ad Hoc Committee Concerning tax liabilities

1. Federal tax law requires us to file a tax return. We will be considered a not for profit entity which will place us under the laws concerning not for profit, even though we are still required to file a tax return every year. If by chance we are ever audited we would be responsible to pay taxes on the profits made at our conventions and financial penalties could be charged to our area.  

2.   We recommend that no convention be held at this time until we resolve our tax issues. 

3. We recommend that we maintain an archives that will have all of our financial records. It is suggested that we have a minimum of three years of records available in case of an audit for present and future area service bodies.

4. We have asked that all GSR’s return to their groups with this information, also that each group grant their GSR’s  the right to vote their group’s conscious on any time sensitive issue in regard to this matter; ie. monies to pay consultation fees for accountants and/or lawyers. Reason being three bids are required by policy and we need a professional to help us in this matter.

5. The ASC chairperson has offered to invite an attorney who has worked with other areas in resolving their tax issues to speak to and answer questions by the body in reference to our responsibility to meet the federal tax laws. A November date will be set, and all GSR’s will be notified at area’s October meeting.
