Consequently, as your Interim Pastor, | strongly urge each person to be present that day and plan on staying to the
end. You matter! Your past experiences, your hopes and dreams, and your ideas matter to Epiphany’s future. So,
unless you have a very important prior engagement (such as your mother’s 100th birthday celebration), please plan on
being at Epiphany Sunday, February 16. This is not a Sunday to miss. Epiphany is the body of Christ and it is hard to be
a whole body with parts missing. Epiphany needs you to be present that day.

In the interim, please, pray daily for Epiphany and its future direction. Praying and being open to the workings of the
Spirit are the most important things you can do to prepare for this sacred time of conversation together.
