Epiphany Financial Update
The Epiphany Council wants to keep everyone informed about our financial situation. This month we will take a look at
the numbers from November 2020. Epiphany applied for and received a SBA PPP loan of $12,500 at the end of May.
This money will be used for salaries and rent during the pandemic. The PPP loan is included in our revenue.

The YTD numbers are less than the projected
2020 budget deficit by $20,174.22. (This number
includes the SBA PPP loan of $12,500.)

The November numbers were better than the
projected November budget deficit by $2,647.66
