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Unfortunately, congregation members are
still getting occasional scam e-mails

purporting to be from Pastor TroyAnn (as are
other pastors nationwide and ELCA synod
officials). A reminder that any urgent
requests from the church will come through
our official weekly e-blast or a personal
phone call from Pastor TroyAnn. We will
never ask for gift cards, money, or money
orders unless it is in person or in our official

e-blast. Although the e-mails may look like

they come from Pastor TroyAnn, please check the e-mail address itself (scammers work hard to make them
look legitimate) - the ONLY e-mails that Pastor TroyAnn uses are pastor@epiphanylu.org or
revtroyann@gmail.com. Please contact Carol Webster if you receive one (forward the e-mail) so she can
submit an official complaint to the FTC.
