There are no set quantities of any of the circles used for Effervescent Applique.  Effervescent 
Applique is populating the shape with circles.  
• Trace the Outline of the shape (for this quilt it is a Heart)
• Fill in the area using a variety of sizes of circles.
• Use the larger circles in larger areas.
• Use the larger circles sparingly to acheive the most pleasing effect when completed.
• Work from biggest circles to smallest circles. Keep filling in the openings.
• When you can’t fit any more circles in the shape outline you are done.  
• You will use more of the smaller sizes because they fit within a smaller area
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
