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Special Project Funds are intended to help make our community organizations stronger and more effective.  And as the  Ponoka County  feels that the Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS Board of Directors are closer to the community activities in this area, they have delegated the task of screening and selecting which projects/activities will receive Special Project Funding. 
Each application will be reviewed on a case by case basis and funding is typically determined in consultation with the applicants.

Who can use it?

1. People or agencies that reside or operate within the Town of Rimbey and the west half of the County of Ponoka.

2. Non-profit groups that are providing a service or activity for the community that meets needs in line with the current philosophies and values of the Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS Board and their funding bodies.

When it can be used:

· When no other grant, subsidy or service can be obtained.

· When community resources are not available or are not realistically obtainable.

· When there is a need for special project/activity and is applied for through approved FCSS/RCHHS procedures. 

· When there is a need for a project and the organizers require funds to top up their budget in order to enhance the project.

· When the project/activity requires a “one time only” grant and not on going financial support.

Special donation funds shall not be used:


1.  To provide recreational needs or leisure time for individuals.


2.  To offer direct financial assistance to sustain an individual or family.


3.  For services primarily rehabilitative in nature.


4.  To provide duplicate services available from or within any government agency or
      services that might otherwise be reasonably accessible to the client.


5.  To fund capital projects.

Applicants may apply in writing only.  Deadline for applications is March 31 annually.  Applicants will be contacted by May 1 with the FCSS/RCHHS Board’s decision.  Funding will have an annual ceiling and may be discontinued without notice.  Once selected, successful applicants will be required to spend the money and then submit a claim for reimbursement. 

They will also need to attach a brief summary of their project success.

Community Special Projects- FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE REQUEST FORM

The Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS Board of Directors have been requested to help the County of Ponoka distribute some additional funds to community groups and organizations that will enhance activities or special projects that have been designed to improve the quality of life in our community.  
Preference will be given to non profit organizations or groups who may not be eligible for funds from other sources, and who serve the needs of the community.
This funding program will be offered on an annual basis, with a March 31 application deadline.  Successful applicants will be required to spend the money and submit a claim for reimbursement. 
A brief summary of the project success must be included with the claim.
There will be a maximum amount of money available and the decision of the Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS Board of Directors will be final.
