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Occasionally, the Food Bank program may be asked by a community member to accept the donation of farm raised meat for distribution to Food Bank clients.
The FCSS/RCHHS Executive Director may delegate the Food Bank Coordinator or the Volunteer Coordinator to accept such a donation providing the following conditions are in place:

1. Adequate freezer space is available.
2. Reasonable arrangements can be made.

3. The meat has been government inspected.

4. There is an actual need or foreseeable need to use the meat in the near future.

5. The cost of cutting and wrapping the meat is included in the donation.

In the event that conditions one to four are met, condition number five may be waived upon the recommendation of the FCSS/RCHHS Executive Director. The matter would then be turned over to the Board for consideration regarding Food Bank funds covering the cost of cutting and wrapping donated meat.
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
