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Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS supports the Alberta Health Services policies and procedures for Home Support and Home Care in principle and includes these documents in the Master Policy Binder and the Health Care Aide Manual as references.

FCSS/RCHHS shall comply with Alberta Health Services guidelines, policy and procedures with reference to the Home Care Program and as agreed to in the contract agreement.

FCSS/RCHHS recognizes the importance of a standardized approach and response to emergencies therefore we have adopted Alberta Health Services Emergency Response Codes. It is the responsibility of all staff and others acting on behalf of Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS to familiarize themselves with AHS emergency response codes and associated procedures.  In the event of a disaster and/or an emergency situation, all staff and others acting on behalf of Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS are to follow the instruction outlined in the emergency response codes in your Health Care Aide Policy Manual, and the Main Policy Binder located in the Rimbey FCSS/RCHHS office.  

Effective and frequent communication between FCSS/RCHHS supervisors and Home Care Nurses will be paramount during any situation.  Specific directives during uncertain times may be day to day and common sense problem solving will be required by the entire health care team.
